the land and the sea, for the Chinese

“probably exeel them in this particu-
“lar. Neither is it that they provide
such quantities of fond,for the Fijians
are far abead of them in the abun-
dunce of their feasts; but in the mat-
ter of enjoyment, and that, too, of vot
altogether a sensuous kind, the na-
tive Hawaiian beats the world.

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THE TREATY.

There has been a hope that the vote
on the Convention extending the
term of the Reciprocity Treaty would
be taken in the Senate before the ad-
journment for the holidays., Certain
Senators who are friendly to the Ha=

waiian Treaty, but opposed to tne
Mexican and other Reciprocity
Treaties, were desirous thnst the
former should be econsidered apart
from the others and brought up
first. Gemneral Diller, the Chair-

man of the Committee on Foreign
Relations had a different idea, being
apparently anxious that the favor
extended to the Hawaiian Treaty
should be availuble to lift the others
along. On the 11th he made his views
known to Mr. Carter. This put an
end toc hLopes of the matter being
brought up before the adjournment,
ag, by custom, the ehairman of the
commilftee which has charge of a
measure, is the person to move in
regard to it. Shortly afterwards the
Senate adjourned for the holidays
till Januvary the 5th, so it will be
the 22nd of the month before we hear
any further news about the Treaty.
[t may not be amiss to remark here
that & rejection of the new Coustitu-
tion would not necessarily indieate
danger of the abrogation of the
Treaty. A bare majority in the Sen-
ate can prevent the latter, whilst it
takes a two-third majority to ecarry
the former. This, in a full Senate,
means a difference of fourteen votes.

JAPANESE IMMIGRATION.

By the B. 8. Zealandia the Minister

of Foreign Affairs has received a
cablegram from Mr. R. W. Irwin in-
forming him that 800 Japanese labor-
ers would leave Tokio by the Pacific
Mail Company’s steamer on the
28th of January direct for Houo-
Inlu, Mr. Irwin also states that
between 2,000 and 3,000 will be
ready to leave in March and Apnl
Mr. Irwin will accompany the first
bateh o! these imwmigrants, which
may be expected to arrive here on or
about the 12th February.

FOREIGN CORRESPONDENCE.

OUR NEW YORK
‘While it istrue that great riches
bring with them great privileges, it
is no less true that they multiply
cares, and as they increase “Lo! how
they inerease who devour them.”
This is especially true of the richest
of our citizens, Wm. H. Vauoderbilt.
People have become accustomed to
thinking of the millions that he is
credited with possessing as pot only
exhaustless themselves, but, on the
contrary,producing more money faster
than the Vauderbilts can spend it.
But it is a common saying that “ao
one knows what he ean do until he
tries,” and <o it comes oput that in
spite of the $2,000,000 left Wm. K.
Vanderbilt by his grandfather, he is
now a pensioner of W. H. to the tune
of $5,000 per month. Aund Comelius,
who received 5,000,000 from the
same source, has been “unfortunate”
in Wall Street speculations, and
pretty much all of this sum has been
lost. The forty or fifty millions still
in the hands of Williamm H. may last
u while longer, but not if the speca-
lators can prevent it. Whatever may
be the fate of the Vanderbilts in the
next fow years their millions will nn-
doubtedly be more or less scattered
and divided, which will be boon to
many.

Amongst other matters of loeal in-
terest here there is the effort made by
a few resolute women to break upa
nuisance in the shape of a buge pile
of manure (said to contain not less
than 10,000 cart loads) which has been
allowed to accumulate at the foot of
42nd streel for yvears. Our Board of
Health had ordered its removal, and
their orders were being carried out by
the proprietor, but in such a manner
as to couvinee some of the residents
in the neighborbhood timat one end of
the heap would grow from daily aug-
mentation faste: than the other side
from being ecarted away. So the
ladies—God bless 'em—took the mat-
ter under advisement and appealed to

the Board., They first united as a
society under the title of the ** Ladies’
Health Protective Association' (why
they objected to its being called the
“Womens’' " nobody knows) and
then, as 1 have said, appealed to the
Board. That august body called
Michael Kare, the proprietor of tbhe
odoriferous iieap before them, and he
explained that he was engaged in the
business of cleaning stables for differ-
ent parties, and that unless he had
some place lo pile the manure the
stables must go dirty, To back him
up in his request for a p«rmanent
dur - ng ground, the represeutatives
of abou. 165 livery stable keepers ap-
peare«i before the Board, and they ex-
plained that there was the accumula-
tions from some 130,000 horses to be
laken care ¢f, and finailly the Board
promised to—take action in the mat-
ter.

Aund speaking of Board of Health
matters brings up a case affecting the
youthsof our, and every other city.
The Sanitary Bureau physician, Dr.
Edson, bas been examining the pro-
ducts of a large number of our candy
factories, and in a very large propor-
tion of them he bas found that
chrome-yellow, a preparation of lead,
is used as a coloring matter. In ad-
dition to this, such poisonous mater-
ial as red lead, Prussian biue, and the
aniline dye called fuchsine is em-
ployed. All these so-called sdulter-
ated candies were seized, but no ar-
rests were wnade as the manufacturers
promised to discontinue their use.

When you next visit New York do
L not look for me anywhere below 14th
sireet. Time was when I could never
be found above that line, which then
divided the “eity” from the “‘coun-
try.”” The elevated railway has
changed all that, and now, unless a
man goes into lower New York to
renew a policy, or maybe take a new |
risk in Wall street, there is no need
for his Lbeing seen “below 14th.” Ib-
deed, there are plenty of young men
and women who, though born in the
eity, have never traversed Broadway
below Union Square, except it may
be on their way to the Staten Island
boats on pleasure bent. And soon

there will be no oceasion for going
to the Battery or Whitehall at all for |
such a purpose, as the Island, the Bay |
and, in fact, all the harbor of New |
York will be available by boats starte |
ing from the East and North River
slips in the vicinity of 22ud, or any |
other of the wide cross-town streets. |
The means for getting from one part |
of the city to the other increase every |
year, and so do the suburban peints |
of resort. One advantage that the’
New Yorker enjoys is that he can be I
taken “‘out of towu’ intosome sylvan !
retreat (Boston for example) in a very |
short time, and at frequeni intervals.

Just now people are looking to see
that en their pet lines of truvel there'
are no chances for **land-slides,”” such
as occurred on the West Shore rail-
road, near the Highlands, a few days

ago. Though the train was derailed,

no one was Killed, and but few in-

jured. Bitill, one does not like to have

to centemplate the possibility of be-

ing upset in a railway carringe when

Willlam Sharon, slscted a United States
Senator for Nevada in 1878, was succeed-
ed by James Graham Fair, March 4,
1881—a gain of one vote to the Democratie
interest. His sonatorial careor waas, per-
baps, less remarkabls than the notoriety
given his .ame in consequence of his
position as defendant in a divoroe suil
now before ths Superior Court, San Fran-
oiseo. The plaintiff in the case fs Sarah
Althea Hill, who claims to be Mrs.
Sharon, and seeks to bhe divorced from
her alleged husband, in consequence of
his alleged de=ertion and other alleged
marital anfsithfulness. CGreat interest is
manifested in the case, which daveloped

a mass of somewhat highly flavored tes-
timony. Claims wera made in bohalf
of the plaintiff that she was privately
marrigd to the defendant in 1880, under
2 contract bassd upon section 75, of the
Civil Code of California, and signed by
him; that in November, 15831, the de-
fendant employsad raonal violenocs to-
wards the plaintiff nse she refused
to bresk up the alleged connection be-
tween thom, and deserted her in ths fol-
lowing November; thai the alleged con-
tract was not to Le made public for two

{ ynrlLunles- with defendant’s coasent;

and that ex-Senator Sharon had repeat-
edly, In writing and other ways, recog-
nized plaintiff as his wife. On the other
sids the olaims ara, that the defendant
knew nothing of the alleged existence of
a marriage contract until within sixty
days from the ecommencement of the
trial; thot on the 9th of November, 1881,
the Johndnnt gave the plaintiff §7,500,
sand thereby procured from her s release
{from all claims whatsoever, which al-

i leged revleasa was removed from Sha-

ron's rooms by the plaintiff; and that
the defendant never was married to the
plaintiff, nelther was ha a party to any
égreement to marry her. Among the
sen=ational incidanta of the trial was the
roduction in court of a parcel contain-
ng portions of Senator Sharon's cloth-
g, which, it is alleged, wers placed un-
der & coffin, in the grave of a person de-
oessed, by the plaintitf, with the supar-
stitfonsidea that to do this would in-
crease her influence over the ex-Senator.
Ex-Senator Sharon is & many times
millionaire, a man well advanced in life,
and the father of grownup children. He
resides at Belmont, near San Francisco,
in an elegant mansion, where many dis-
tinguished Americans and foreigners
have been entertained. He was born in
Smithfield, Ohio, was well educated,
end adopted the law as his profession.
After some years he removed to Nevada,
where he n business as a banker.
He afterwards became a trustee of the
Baank of California, San Francisco, and
amassad his great wealth by silver min-
ing i1n Nevada. The decision in the ai-
vorce 3ase above referred to will be
found on another pagse of to-day’s paper.
