In a moral sense, that is called equity
which is founded ia natural Justice, iu
honesty, and in right, ex equo et bono. In
an enlarged legal view, equity, in its true
aud geuuiuo meaning, is the soul and spirit
of tho law ; positive law is construed, and
rational law is made by it. In this, equity
ii made synonymous with justice; in that,
to the true and sound interpretation of the
rule. 3 Bl. Com.', 129. This equity is said
to be a supplemeut to the laws ; and nothing
is, perhaps, more correct aud just; but it
must ba directed by scieuce, without which
the magistrate must tremble to sit in the
templo of justice, and without which his
mind will wander iu pursuit of a phantom
of equity purely imxginary. Com. on Eq.
Jur., Sec. 23. Equity jurisprudence may,
therefore, property bo said ( be, that por-

tion of remedial justice which is exclusively
administered by a Court of Equity, as contra-
distinguished from that remedial justice
which is exclusively administered by a Court
of law.

LAW DEFINITION OF, ETC.

Municipal or Civil Law Which is the rule
by which particular districts, communities,
states or nations, are governed, is thus de-

fined by Justiuian, ''Jus civile est quod, quis-quesi- bi

populus constituti;" aud Blackstoue
d .tines municipal law to be, "a rule of civil
conduct prescribed by the supreme power
iu a State, commanding what is right, and
prohibiting what s wrong;" and Biackstone
also describes it as "a scieuce which dis-

tinguishes the criterions of right and wrong;
which teaches to establish the one. and to
prevent, punish, or redress the other, which
employs in its theory the noblest faculties of

the soul, aud exerts in its practice the car-

dinal virtues of the heart; a science which is
universal in its use and extent, accommo-

dated to each individual, yet comprehending
the whole commuuity."

Aud Hooker, in speaking of law in this
comprehensive sense, said, "Her seat is i i
the bosom of God, and her voice the har-

mony of the world; all things in heaven and
earth do her homage; the very least as feel-

ing her care, and tho greatest as not ex-

empted from her power; and Burke, in this
sense called it "the t ride of the human in-

tellect, and the collected wisdom of ages,
combining the principles of original justice
with the boundless variety of human con-

cerns." Cicero said, "The law of the land
ought neither to be warped by favor, nor
broken through by power, nor corrupted by
mouey."

In tho construction, etc., of the laws, tho
judges may resort "to the laws and usages
of otner countries." See Civil Code (1832)
p.p. 0. Tuo principle that ignorance of
the law is no defence, ignorantia iegis nem
inem excusat, is generally recognized. See
11 Black, 200; ib. 374; 57 Barb. 625. Coke
said "Every man is bound to know the law
of the realm," and Blackstone said "ignor
ance of the larr txcuseth no man," and a
still mere ancient law maxim, . "Ignorantia
juris quod quisque tenetur $cire neminem ex- -

tuaf," is to the earne effect.
