CONCERNING THE BEAN QUESTION.

Kecipes fi oiu a liegion Where Iteans Can
Never Ue Cooked.

"What, is your roc-iji- for lviking leans."'
Tlio question was asked of soveral individ-

uals of exu-ndo- oxjHTionc.
Allen, of the Hotel Hamilton,

who p;.t over nainst the big and finely
paintod soivon that adorns his dining room,
and Invirs nn exorllont likeness of that lover
of ijosvl tiling, liOtiis Icib, in the makeup of
Kalsta-JT- h?d no divided opinion as to baking
le;ins, l.nt his fonuor business partuer, who
Wiin with him, raid: "I wouleint bake them.
I would fry them. Boil them throe or four
hours, then drain them, put them in a spider

ith salt pork, and fry them to a rich
brown."

John Snclling, the warm personal friend of
Senator Mahone, said: "Down south they
have a habit of cooking the beans according
to the approved method and then mashing
them. 1 am fond of beans, but I did not
learn how to bake them until I came hare.
I soak thorn until they lecomo soft, put them
in an eai then jar with a little pork, season
tvith i Kipper and salt, turn a little molasses

n the top of them, put the jar in the oven
end lot the lieans bake. I always cook them
myself, and I imagine I know how to do itwell'

"I have not yet become thoroughly ac-
quainted with the baked bean," said Bill Nye.
'Up in Laramie, where I held office, baked

beans were unobtainable at any price. The
Altitude of Laramie, like the prices that rule
there, is very high, and it was found impos-
sible to boil beans there with an y degree of
success, let alone baking them. The only
way they could be cooked was to put a little
saleratus in tho water in which they were
boilin- -, but under the bost conditions th
leans are liable to be about as hard and un-
palatable as marbles."

Thoy have a tradition In Germany that
beans xm only bo properly cooked when
soake.1 in clear spring water. The host of
Heim's restaurant on Twenty-sevent- h street,
whose reciiKJ did not materially differ from
that of the other epicures, was very particu-
lar as to the manner that they should In
seKiked and prepared before baking. He soaki
them about four hours and then bakes them,
in a dripping pan with a little piece of scored
pork. lr. Hill, the theatrical manager, who
is a typical Yankee and an adept at baking
beans, believes that they should bo soaked cr
parboiled, drained and then put in a sheet
iron box. A bole in the ground should bo
hollowed out and a fire built in it. "When the
burning has gone on long enough to make
the desired degreo of heat remove the brandy
put in the box of beans with a piece of pork
on top of it, cover up the box and let the con-
tents gradually but surely reach the desired
degreo of q tfection. New York Evening
SSiltJ.

Ie-ha- m, one of the early explorers,
supposed to Le sixteen feet high proved
to be less than ten feet when killed. Ia
Ceylon the native elephant, which wa3
formerly thought to bo larger than the
African animal, is rarely taller than
nine feet; and Sir Emerson Tenuent
says the largest specimens on that is-

land do not average more than eight
feet. ut of 1,1 ho elephants from
which the tallest were selected and
measured with care, on one occasion in
India, there was not one wloe height
equaled eleven feet.
