His Excellency L. A. Thurston was
the first speaker and was warmly ap-
plauded. He said : Mr. Chairman and
gentlemen of the Fifth District: We
are met here as you know for the pur-
pose of discussing and taking action con-
cerning the politics of the country. What
I have been going through the last two
years and especially the last few weeks,
makes me think of a little story I saw
the other day. A little girl, three or
four years old, said to her mother,
"Mama, if I should get married would I
have a husband like papa?" Yes, I
suppose you would, my dear." "And if
I should not get married would I be an
old maid like Aunt Mary?" "Yes, my
dear, I expect you would." "Well,
mama (with a big sigh), this is a tough
world, isn't it?" Anybody who goes
into politics will think?, is a tough world.
I think this country has, for the last two
or three years, been having too much
politics ; rat her more than its size will
warrant, and what we need now is not
so much politics, and bucking against
each other, and manufacturing history,
as it is to do our best to cultivate the
ways of peace for awhile. (Applause.)
I think ttiat the future of this country is
a uopeiui one. mere certainly is no
country of its size that has so lame a
proportion of intelligence among its pop-
ulation as this. There is no country in

Situation.

A few evenings later our reporter found
his old friends again engaged in discus-
sing politics. Jinks was asking about
the prospects of the election and on what
points the different parties were divided.

Turning to Bumps he said, "How ia it
that one party is having open meetings
in the wards, an' is calling all hands to
come to them, an' the other is so secret?
I thought that folks that is working for
the goxl uv the people ahvm ha I meet-
ings in publick?"

"Well, Jii.ks," said Bumps, "I'll tell
you how it is. , The people that believes
in decent gover'ment calls theirselves
the Reform party. They are the folks
who straightened out things here two
years ago, an' lias been navigatin' the
ship ever since. This crew is made up
uv people from different countries: from
Ameriky, England, Germany and other
places, besides a good many ot the na-
tives. Uv course they don't all think
alike an' some doesn't 'prove uv all thets
been done, but they wants to see things
done fair an' above board. They 'a the
folks thets been bavin' their meetin's in
publick, and 6hows their colors. The
other folks isnt a party 'zactly, 'though
they calls theirselves the opposition, but
is all kinds uv people who wants differ-
ent things. Mos' uv 'em wants to have
things as they was before; but they don't
like ter say so. They haven't cot no
colors uv their own, only what they'a
borrowed.

"But, I say, Bumps," 6aid Jinks, "I
heerd one feller telling about a Me-
chanics Onion' that was agin the Chinese,
bat was in favor of good gover'ment.
An' about a 'Hewey Karolaina' (or
something uv thet sort) that was agin
good gover'ment, but favored Chiuese ;

what's become uv them?"
"I wuz jest goin ter tell yer 'bout

that, Jinks," said Bumps. "It's a
'markable thing these folks thet calls
theirselves the 'opposition' is made up
uv what's left uv them mechanics and
karolainos. The heft uv ther real me-
chanics left the onion either mutinied
outright or deserted 'cause they couldn't
stummick what the others wuz up ter,
an' the karolainas was weak an' hadn't
no organization, an' neither they nor
what was left uv ther 'onion' knew how
to make up a ticket, an' 6ome fellers
who had axes to grind an' who didn't
care fer ther principles uv either party
brot' 'em together.

'An then they got into a peck o' trou-
ble, ther trouble wuz ter git pussong to
go on their ticket who wud represent
their principles.

"Yes," Jinks, "thet's the gang that's
trying tor git in, theys mostly nomin-
ated theirselves so ter speak an' thinks
they is great an' good men. But it's
wery funny bizinis."

"Why there's Widemann, he's held
offices all the way from deestrick road
supervisor to Jedge uv the 'Spreme
Court an' Cabinet Minister, but he's a
turribel onsartin party.

ciples wnich the Cabinet has put forth
and which they propose to lay before the
Legislature whom you elect if you ap-

prove of those principles; if you lelieve
the Cabinet are going to carry out those
principles, if you believe from the per-
sonality of the Cabinet that they will
carry out what they propose, then sup
port the principles and thereby inciden-
tally the Cabinet, but don't send men to
the Legislature to support the Cabinet
whether or no, no matter what they
have done. (Applause). Mr. Thurston
also spoke at some length in Hawaiian,
which was not translated.

J. W. Gibbs said: Mr. Chairman:
There has been a great deal said here by
the last speaker that if you think it is
all right, it is all right, and if you don't
think it is all right, it is all right any
how, winch is the whole substance of it.
I wish to state here on behalf of the Hui
Kalaiaina and the Workingmen's and
Mechanic's Union that that article which
you have read to-nig- ht about us stealing
your name and platform is an emphatic
lie, because we have never passed anv
such resolution in a joint committee.

Mr. Thurston ; It I have done any in
justice to the organization I sincerely
regret it. 1 supposed what has been
published in the newspapers was au-
thentic, that thej had adopted the name
that has been published, of the National
Retorm party. If they intend to stand
by the original names I have no objec-
tion.

Mr. Gibbs : On behalf of those socie-
ties I will accept your apology, Mr.
Thurston.

W. C. Achi said : Mr. Chairman and
gentlemen : Two years ago I was on the
opposition ticket in this district. The
Reform party had just taken hold of
affairs then and nothing was certain,
nothing had been tried. From tiiat time
until now we have seen that the Govern-
ment has made a fair attempt to lead
the administration of affairs in the pro-
per channel. When we look back at the
last two years and compare them with
the two years before these last two, I
think we are perfectly safe in saying that
these last two years beat those other two
years all to pieces. In my travels here-
tofore before this new administration
came into power, I had to go to several
of the islandis. One of the notable im-
provements has been, whereer the
money has been spent and wherever
people have been hired to work they
have done their work thoroughly and
well. So it is in this city and on this
island. I believe that if these affairs are
carried on in the same ratio of increase
as they have been in the past, that we
shall improve very much in the course
of the next two years. The principal
part of this Constitution which we have
signed and adopted this evening states
that this meeting, this club is for the
purpose of assisting and selecting honest
representative men for the Government.
I have been born in this country and I
intend to live here until I die. I think
it is a proper duty and an important one
which devolves upon us Hawaiians, to
look after this matter very thoroughly
and see that the men that we select and
the men that we vote for are men who
will see that the interests of this country
are carried on so that we will not only
look to the present but to the future. If
I thought that this Constitution which I
have signed was going to contain any
statement of support of the Ministry I
would not have had anything to do with
it; 'but its statement is that we are to
pick out good, honest, representative
men to go to that Legislature, and as
Mr. Thurston, the Minister, has said be-

fore me, if those men find that the coun-
try has been benefitted on those grounds,
why we stand ready to approve of that
action, if not, why they must go out. I
feel that if we can send men to the
Legislature who arc going to carry out
the principles ot the Reform government
and they find that these Ministers have
not carried out the policy, why it will be
the order of the day to call mass meet-
ings and demand oi the Representatives
that they fire these Ministers out. There
have also been rumors on street corners,
but they only deal with generalities and
never can be traced to any source, and
that is why you want to chose honest
men to go there and find out if there is
any truth in these rumors. My idea al-

ways has been for the peace and safety
of our homes, and I think it is wisdom
on our part to nick out those men to
serve lis in the Legislature who will be
bound to be true in that respect and who
will not cause anv disturbance for our
famU;rtt --

I have not come out as a candidate on
any side, and the reason I have come
out and joined this society is because I
have and am looking for a nomination
from them ; that I have turned to this
side because I have a position of notary
public from the Government; because I
expect a Government position, but there
is nothing of the kind. Therefore, 1

wish my Hawaiian friends to distinctly
understand that it is for no purpose of
that kind, for there is nothing that will
tempt me from my own bus-iness- . I
have no idea whatever of running as
representative from this district, but
what I do wish is that all the residents
of this district should join in one voice
in bringing forward one man who will
carry out the Llcas which I have
already stated. I must go where my
feelings are and my feelings have
been so far with the idea of consti-
tutional government. Therefore it is our
duty, and I would request all of those
present to choose honest, representative
men according to the terms which are
contained in that constitution. (Ap-
plause.)

Messrs. W. B. Oleson and John Em-
meluth also spoke, a report of which we
are compelled to defer until Wednesday
on account of pressure on our space.

The meeting adjourned subject to the
call of the chair.

There certainly is no country
in the world which exports so much per
capita as this country does, and if people
only have the opportunity to be let alone
and look out for their own business for
awhile it will be better for every one.
