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HR. THURSTONYN LETTER.

FULIL, TEXT OF A MUCH-
MOOTED DOCUMENT.

No Compromising Sentiments
Revealed— A Ietter Which
Has Been Misrep-

resented,

'From the Hawaiian Star.

The letter from Hon. L. A.
Thurston to John F. Colburn was
brief and without compromising
gentiments. In it Mr. Thurston
refrained from giving his political
views but referred Mr. Colburn to
another letter which he had ad-
dressed to Antone Rosa and of
which the following is a copy.
The Star readers will see that the
letter does not bear out the inter-
pretation which royalist leaders
have placed upon it:

Wasnamxaron, D. C., Mar, 16, 1893.

Hox. AxToNE Rosa,
Hongclnin, Hawaii.

Frrexp Rosa:—Youars of March 1st is
duly at hand. I am very sorry that the
band boys have taken the course which
they bave. Itis certain that they can-
not get work enoungh in Honolulu to sup-
port themselves from the receipts of an
independent band,asthere are not people
enough there who could afford to pay for
a band of that size to give the boys a
living.

With regard to my taking charge of
them in Chiecago, I thank wou for the in-
terest you have taken in the matter and
their confidence in me, but for several
reasons I would be unable to doit. In
the first place the expenses of so large a
namber of men are very heavy, and it is
only by a systematic arrangement that
the business part of the trip conld be
made a success. This would require the
laying out of a regular series of enter-
tainments, with detail arrangements
with theatres, fair, ete. This time I
cannot possibly give to them, as my
own business at Chicago will necessarily
take a great deal of time. Inthe second
place, 1 should not think of such a thing
as undertaking to engineer such a com-
bination a8 the Hawaiian band without
a thoroughly competent musical leader
such as Berger. 1 think they will make
a great mistake if they go on there under
the leadershipof the Manila man that
you speak of, or any of their own num-
ber. It requires something besides the
ability to blow in the end of a trumpet
to conduct a band. You yourself know
how rapidly the band has always deteri-
orated when Berger has been away, Of
course, there are other men in the world
just as good as Berger, but the boys are
a peculiar lot, and I know of no one who
has been able to handle them or get
masic out of them as he has. I shou'd
therefore very seriously doubt, the advi-
sibility of their going at all unless they
can get him as a leader. I hope that
something can be done by which their
differences with Berger and the Govern
ment can be fixed up, so that they can
go to Chicago, as I think their presence
there would be of great benefit to Ha-
waii. You can tell any of those gent'e-
men in Honolulu, who you say are inter-
esting themselves to keep the band out
of my control that thdy need not worry
themselves any longer about it. If the
band comes to Chicago, I wiil do every-
thing in my power to assist them and
forward their interests and shall be glad
to employ them during part of the time
to plav at the Volecano Building; farther
than this I bave no desire nor intention
to have anything to do with or any con-
trol over them, although I presume th's
will be difficult for some of our pesnut-
souled friends who cannot imagine any
one doing anything except for private
gain, to understand.

I am glad that yon have succeeded in
settlicg up the Aylett suit with the
Bishop estate. I will write to W. 0O,
Smith to represent me in the matter, as
the probability is that I will be unable
to come back until after the opening of
the Fair, and after that my movements
are uncertain,

You say that you hope that we will do
what is fair for all of you here. You
ought to know by this time that we de-
sire nothing else. I think, Rosa, that
you have got an opportunity now to take
a stand that will not only be beneficial
to yourself, but in the highest degree
beneficial to your people. I desire to
say a few words to you on the subject,
knowing that from your superior eduea-
tion and associations you can appreciate
the logic of events, and what the foture
is likely to bring forth as very few of
those who look to you for guidance and
as a leader can. What is done within
the next month or two is going to affect
the future of Hawaii for a great many
years. A vast number of the natives
will lock to you and Colburn and a few
others for their opinions and informa-
tion; and whether you take a narrow
view of matters or a broad one is going
to be a radical factor in the settlement
of the question at issue. There are sev-
eral things which are settled and deter-
mined, and if we all recognize them and
act upon that basis the results will ne-
cessarily ba very different from what
they otherwise will be. One of these
certunties is that the monarchy is pan.
The Queen and her partizans may not
appreciate this, and will probably con-
tinue to labor under the delusion that
there is a possibillty of her res‘oration.
T. H. Davies is over here now, maun-

but there is no more possibility of it than
there is of the restoration of Dom Pedro
to Brazil. Itis a simple waste of energy
on the part of anybody to spen:l their
time in attempting to restore what has
fallen through its own weakness. Nen
man recognizes this condition fully here,
and is now confining his fight to get as
much money as he can out of it for the
Queen. The question for you and me
and the others of ns who expect to con-
tinue to live in Hawaii to consider is,
what is coming next? If the native

It will only
cause delay, however. but cannot inter-
fere with oltimate annexation. It will
also generate much ill-feeling and per-

The First Bible for the Gilbert
Islanders Printed at New |
York.

New Yorxk, April 11.—The first
printing of the entire Bible in the
language of the Gilbert islanders
took place  in the composing and
press rooms of the American Bible
Society in Bible House to-day. It
marked the end of thirty-four years
of labor on the part of Rev. Hiram
Bingham, missionary to that group
of islands in the Southern Pacific.
Mr. Bingham was present to see
the last type set and the first revo-
lution of the press which made
' complete the first Gilbert island
Bible.

Mr. Bingham was born in Hono-
lulu, Sandwich Islands, sixty-two
vears ago. He was graduated from
Yale Coilege in 1853. Four years
later he began his first missionary
work on the Gilbert Islands, which
contain a population of about 3000
people, and are 2500 miles south-
west of the Sandwich Islands. He
began the translation of the Bible
for the benzfit of the people in 1859.
The Gospel of Matthew was printed
in 1875.
