Rapid Advance of the Japanese

Army in China.

RUSSIA MAY TAEE A  HAND.

A Statfon in the Latter Country Said
to Have Been Plundered, and This
Will Serve as an Excuse—American
aayal Officers Dissatisfied, Etc., Ete.

LoNDON, Sept. 25.—A dispateh to
the Times from St. Petersburg says:
It is reported that China has attacked
the station of the new Ussueri section
of the Siberia railway, plundered the
telegraph office and killed eight Rus-
sian employees. It is feared that the
Government will make this a pretext
to interfere in the Korean struggle
between China and Japan.

LoxDON, Sept. 23.—A dispateh to
the Standard from Berlin says that
advices have been received there from
Seoul, as follows : The Japanese army,

rapidly, the transports steaming into
the river while the warships anchored
outside.

At 11 o’clock smoke on the horizon
indicated the approach of a large flo-
tilla. The situation was grasped im-
mediately, and Admiral Ting gave
orders for weighing of anchors and
the placing of the ships in_battle
array. His position was a difficult
one. If he remained near the shore
his movements would be cramped,
and if he steamed out for sea room he
ran the risk of a Japanese cruiser or
torpedo boat running in among his
transports. He chose the lesser of the
two evils and formed a fighting line
to guard the estuary in single col-
umn in the following order from
port to starboard: Kang We, Chi
Yuen, Tsi Yuen, King Yuen, Li
Yuen, Chin Yuen, Ping Yuen, Ching
Yuen and Chao Yuen.

As a second fighting line, and to
meet any Japanese ship which might
succeed in forcing the fighting line,
the Kwang Kai and Wang Tin, with
four torpedo-boats, were stationed at
the mouth of the river.

The Japanese fleet approached at
full speed until within range. Then
they advanced in columns forming
into two lines. Nine Ironeclad cruis-

sels seemed to be on the point of
foundering. 1t was not until dark,
however, that the firing ceased and
the battered Japanese fleet departed
in double line formation. Toward
morning the remnants of the Chinese
fleet with six transports started for
Port Arthur,which was safely reached.

The damage to the best Chinese
ships is so extensive that it can
scarcely be repaired before winter.
The officers say both sides showed the
most ferocious courage.

AN EXPERT’S OPINION.

What Captain Mahati Has to Say
of the Naval Battles.

LoxDoN, Sept. 23.—The United
States cruiser Charleston sailed this
afternoon for Havre, where she will be
docked. Captain Mahan, ber com-
mander, had the following to say on
the recent naval battle between the
Japanese and Chinese fleets:

“The great thing with a fleet of war
vessels with a lot of transports in
charge is to prevent surprise or em-
barrassment. In this case there was
a surprise, and this fact, to my mind,
supplies a prominent lesson. It 18
necessary, in attempting to convoy
transports, that the convoying fleet
should be decisively superior to that
of the enemy, but the Chinese fleet
was much embarrassed by the pres-
ence of its transports.

“J] am inclined tothink the Chinese
admiral formed in fleet so close in
shore because he was obliged to do so.
If he had gone out to meet the Japan-
ese fleet, which was the proper course,
he would have uncovered the mouth
of the river into which the transports

The news of the great victory of the
Japanese over the Chinese at Ping
Yang was read at the Korean capital
with every manifestation of joy. The
Japanese fiag was carried through the
streets to the King's Palace. The
King at once telegraphed his con-
gratulations to General Count Tama-
gato, and also sent an expression of
his homage to the Mikado, designat-
ing the Japanese as the liberators of
Korea. The Mikado replied, address-
ing the King as his friend and ally,
and expressing the hope that Korea
would prosper, now that she had
shaken off the Chinese yoke.

A dispateh to the Central News
from Shanghai, dated this afternoon,
says that the missing Chinese trans-
ports have arrived safely at Taku, in
the gulf of Pechili.

A shanghai dispatch states that the
Chinese Government has refused the
request of Prince Ching, President of
the Tsung-il Yamen, that he be given
command in Korea. Prince Ching is
a strong advocate of conceding the
Japanese demands. It )
that he only wanted to investigate
personally the condition of the Chinese
forces in the field.

The guns on both sides were worked
unceasingly at long range, but the
hits were infrequent. The Japanese
crept close, and the gunners made
better progress. The Ting Yuen was
the first to suffer, a shell bursting in
her battery. From the outset the
Japanese directed a powerful fire upon
the Chinese battleships Chen Yuen
and Ting Yuen. For ninety minutes
a terrific cannonade continued. The
result was that one Japanese cruiser,
reported to have been the Saiko, was
placed out of action. One Chinese
officer declared that he saw her sink.

In the meantime the two big guns
on the Chen Yuen were disabled, and
the other ships showed signs of dam-
age. Both fleets were under easy
steam, the Japanpese maneuvering
while the Chinese held their original
positions. Suddenly two of the Jap-
anese cruisers sought to break through
| the Chinese line on the starbord side.
| Three torpedo boats swiftly pursued
' them. The Chin Yuen and Chang
| Yuen went at full speed astern to
| avoid u catastrophe. The boats fired

their topedoes, but the nets about the

Japanese cruisers stopped them. In
| the meantime ot her guns were brought
| to bear upon the cruisers, which are
| believe 1 to have been the Akitsushi-
| ma and Yoshimo. They were beaten
' back by the weight of metal in an
' almost helpless state, and Chinese offi-

cers declare both sank.

The Chinese had fared little better,
' for the Ching Yuen had been several
times hulled and pierced upon the
water line, while the Chuen Yuen had
stranded while trying to evade the
| Japanese torpedo boats. Allattempts
to float her had been frustrated by the
fire directed upon her. Finally she
burst into flames frem shell.

The big guns of the Chen Yuen
were disabled; but she remained on
the figihting line, working her smaller
' and machine guns. The Tsi Yuen re-
tired to beyond the lines, and the
King Yuen was in a terrible plight; a
shell burst through her decks and set
fire to her, and, with the flames
barsting from her, she slowly settled.

A score of times the Japanese tried
to break through the Chinese lines,
but until the last the Chinese guns
were able to stop them, and the Jap-
ane=e never reached the transpor:s.
| The Chinese vessels gave way before
the attacks, and while doing so the
Yang Wei stranded stern first. Her
fate was similar to that of the Chen
Yuen.

The Chi Yuen was nothing more
than a wallowing wreck when struck
by a torpedo, and she sank with all on
board. The scene was now appalling.
The guns on several of the ships on
both sides were disabled, aund the
great  ships rolled heavily. The
streams of green water pouring from
| most of them showed that the steam
' pumps were working incessantly and
testified to the extent of the damage
Some of the Chinese ships
had exhausted their ammunition dur-
| ing the last hour’s fighting.

close in shore, by which movement he
was tactically embarrassed in maneu-
vering. If his fleet had been much
larger than that of the Japanese, he
might have advanced at the same
time, leaving a sufficient number of
vessels to head off the rush which the
Japanese might have made.

“‘The whole affairillustrates the ex-
treme difficulty attending an attack-
ing movement across the water, unless
you have control of the water abso-
lutely. Whether the Chinese succeed-
ed in their object does not appear, but
the question is whether it was worth
such a risk for the sake of landing the
troops. It certainly was bad manage-
ment to fight so close in shore, for two
of the Chinese vessels had not room
to turn, and so went ashore. This is
one reason why the Japanese did not
try to pass through the Chinese line,
for they would have got into shallow
water and become entangled. It was
a big engagement for modern vessels,
but I see nothing yet to lead me to
suppose that the evgagement will
point to the reconstruciion or remod-
ling of war vessels.”

AS TO HAIR < UTTING.

A Question Whether Japan Has
Demanded This of Korea.

LoNDON, Sept. 24.—A dispateh from
Berlin to the Timesstates that a mem-
ber of the Chinese Lecation, in an in-
terview, said that China dare not
abandon Korea, e2ven if the war
should last thirty years., Besides, he
added, the Koreans are still hostile to
the Japanes2, as is proven by their
refusal to concede the Japanese de-
mand that they cut off their long bair
as a token of submission. The Jap-
anese, he further said, have done
everything to wound the feelings of
the Chinese. Directly the Chinese
Minister had left Tokio, at the out-
break of the active hostilities the Jap-
anese destroyed the Chinese Legation
and Budhist temple, besides setting
fire to and destroying Chinese club-
houses and residences, and murdering
helpless Chinese in the streets,

Count Aoki scouts the idea of any
cessation of hostilities, In an inter-
view he flatly denied that the Chinese
had been murdered or their property
destroyed at Tokio. Ontheother band,
he said, the Chinese had insulted the
Japanese Minister at Tien-tsin. and
had massacred fifty harmless Japan-
ese laborers who were working in the
camphor fields in Korea, It was also
untrue, bhe declared, that the Japanese
had demanded that the Koreaus cut
their hair. The King and the people
of Korea bave been friendly with the
Japanese since the battle near Asan,
In conclusion the Count said the Jap-
anese leaders would, perhaps, have a
hard task to invade China, but they
were determined to persevere.
