“The revolt was a su to me,
for I did not credit the natives with
the ion of such poor judgment.

Itis
true that many rumors of royalist
lots have been circulated for several
weeks, but I am candid when I say
that I joined with all the other Gov-
ernment officials in Honolula in the
belief that the threatening attitude of
the few dls%nmtled natives who were
inclined to be belligerent offered no
cause for alarm. It seems that the
natives were more serious than we
ave them credit for being. I believe,
ﬁnwever, that all the fight has been
knocked out of them.,

“From official sources I am in-
formed that the revolution was led by
two half castes, Wilcox and Nowlein.
Wileox is an unserupulous fellow. He
was sent to [taly at the expense of the
Kalakaua Government as a student in
the Italian war ecollege. Then 1n 1889
he became the leader of a revolution
which hud for its object the overthrow
of the Kalakaua Government and the
crowning of Quneen Lilivokalani,
