Schooner Yacht Norma Preparing
For Scientific Expedition.

PERTH AMBOY (N. J.), Sept.lo
The schooner yacht Norma is receiving
a final overhauling preparatory to her
starting on October 1st on one of the
most unique cruises around the world
that has ever been undertaken. The
party will include A. E. Howlett, a nat-
uralist and geologist; Dr. Theodore
Werrill, a physician and botanist; D.
W. Smith, a photographer; W. P. New-com- b,

who will attend to the business
part of the expelition, and H. H. Tabor
of Buffalo.

After a thorough search of the At-

lantic and Mediterranean coasts, the
course will then go to India and on
around the coast into the Gulf of Cam--
Vinv to Itnmhnv TVi o rivora onrl nut.nf.
the-wa- y places of Bombay will be ex-

plored before starting for Ceylon. A
good deal of time will be spent in Siam
and in the islands of Sumatra, Java
and Borneo. Formosa, New Zealand
and the South Sea Islands will also be
visited. Through the Behring straight
the yacht will sail into the Arctic
ocean and westward along "the un-

known lands of North Siberia, going
as far as St. Thaddeus' Baj Return-
ing, the coast of Alaska will be visited,
then the west coasts of the United
States, Mexico and Central America.

Stops will be made at places of which
little is known. South America will be
visited from Cape Horn to the Orinoco,
then the Carribean Sea, the Windward
Islands, the Antilles and West Indies,
whence the Norma will return to New
York.

The yacht carries a crew of sixteen
men, a captain, two mates, a chef and
assistant, besides a mess cook and two
cabin boys. Two rapid-firin- g guns and
a supply of rifles, revolvers and other
weapons for the defense of the Norma
will be carried. Commodore Weaver
confidently expects that the collection
of curiosities, photographs and hitherto
unpublished information which his
party will gather will be by far the
most remarkable and valuable that
has ever been brought from the com
paratively unknown countries which
will be visited. Throughout the voyage
the Norma will fly the Atlantic Yacht
Club flag.
