SUGAK HKET FACTORY IN OMAHA.
Incidentally Syrup. Hisli-WIn- e ami

VInear VTIII be Made.
The Louisiana Planter quotes some

interesting statistics on the estimated
promts to the farmers in Nebraska,
who are to supply the factory, now-buildin-

g

in Omaha, with beets for sug-

ar grinding. It is expected that the
farmer will have a profit of $2.1. an acre
on his plantings.

It is the intention of the projectors
not to confine the output of the factory
to sugar alone. The Planter says:

A beet sugar factory with a daily
capacity of 3-1- tons is to be erected in
or very near the city of Omaha during
the coming summer.

The company which is to accomplish
the object so long sought by the resi-
dents of this part of the State was in
corporated a few days ago and is
known as the Nebraska Sugar Com-
pany. The authorized capital stock of
the company is $350,000, and it is pro-
vided that the company may com-
mence business when $50,000 is sub-
scribed for stock.

In connection with the machinery
for the manufacture of sugar from the
pulp of the sugar beet, there will be
complete machinery for the manufac-
ture of syrup, high-win- es and vinegar.
Machinery for the manufacture of glu-
cose will also, be added, and in this
manner the factory will be kept in
active operation the year round.

Contracts for beets will be entered
into with the farmers of the Douglas
county during the coming fall for de-

livery at the close of the growing sea- -

$4 per ton for beets - at the factory.
Contracts will also be made whereby
the company will absorb the freight
charges to the extent of 50 cents per
ton. provided the beet grower will sub
scribe for stock to the extent of $10 for

it is estimated that the product of
5400 acres of land will be required to
keen the fnrtnrv in oneratmn from
September 25 to February 1. Estimat- -
ing the average yield per acre at ten
tons, which experience has demon
strated is about the proper figure, this
amount oi lanu win supply ions
of beets. Under ordinary conditions
this amount of beets will yield 5400
tons of sugar and 350,000 gallons of
syrup to be made into high-win- es or
vinegar.

The profit to the farmer is estimated
at $25 per acre, figured in this way:
Experience shows that the cost of rais
ing beets-i- s about. $20 per acre, with
an average yield of ten tons per acre;
at $4 per ton the farmer would, receive
$40 for his beets, and the value of the
tops as food for stock is estimated at
$5 per acre.
