RUMORS OF STILL ANOTHER

LLONDON, Nov. 17.—The serious and
unexpected disaster to the Estcourt
train on the eve of the forward move-
ment for the relief of Ladysmith has
apparently convinced the British that
the advance will be contested step by
step.
