meningitis as the cause of
death—not plague, as was an-
ticipated.

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Dr. Wood said last night that he
wis very glad to report that Yong
Look, the Chinaman who had been tak-
en from Ah Sam’'s place, on the Walki-
kl road, near Hopkins’ switch, as a
suspect, although he had died, was not
a plague victim. *“We were miastaken
for once,” sald the Doctor; “the post-
mortem examination held this after-
noon by Dr. Hoffmann revealed pneu-
monia and meningitis as the cause of
death.

A. A. Wilder's Report.
Dr. Wood .then read the report of A.
A. Wilder In the case of Kee Mung,

which contains the following facts and

stat>ments. “The report is dated March
Znd. Kee Mung was 52 yoars of age
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and had reSided at fhe house off Rich-

ards street, below Queen;: he had lived
there since 9 p. m. February 27th until
his death; he had also lived at Young
Kwal's rice plantation off the road to
the leper settlement, belonging to the
Kapiolani Estate. Kee Mung was a sel-
ler of fish employed In the fishmarket.
Patient died February 28th. In his re-
marks in the report, Mr. Wilder says:
“Statements of Ah Sun, Louisa, Ah
Wa, Ah Tal, Ah Lam, An Pung, Ah
Moon and Ah Hop are attached hereto,
showing in substance that Ah Chu,
wife and family and Ked Mung all left
the bhouse off Richards street and went
to Kalihi to live at the Young Kwal
rice plaotation. Kee Mung was
brought back by Ah Chu and others
about 8 p. m. Tuesday night, February
27th, to room 2, where he died.

“Dr. McGrew's statement attached
hereto confirms the story of Ah Sun
and Louisa. The Inspector says that
Kee Mung disappeared about the time
that Ah Chu did, and that he visited
every room in the house every day and
that Kee Mung was certainly not there
aiter Ah Chn left. All the people at the
rice plantation including Ah Chu and
family have been removed to Kalihi
camp."

Statement of Louisa.

“1I am the wife of Ah Sun, who was
the nephew of Kee Mung,. We lived in
the house off Richards street, in room
2. Kee Mung lived in room 7 up to Feb-
ruary 19, when he moved to Kalikl with
Ah Chu and family. 1 did not see Kee
Mung again until the night of February
27. when Ah Chu and two other China-
men, whom 1 don’t know, brought him
to my room. Ah Sun was out at the
time. Kee Mung wias slek. They set
him down in my room. [ wanted to
cend him off, but Ah Chu sald no, that
there would be no pilikila. Ah Suan
eame back In about an hour. Ah Chn
then went after Dr, MeGrew who came
and attend=d to Kee Mung. At the time
Kee Mung moved to Kalihi he was not
slek.”

Statament of Ah Sun.

“Kee Mung was my uncle. On the
day of the fire ¢f the Mary Kaalhue
house (February 19) Kee Mung moved
out to Kalihi to the Young Kwal rice
plantation, with Al Chu, his son, and
family.

~that is to say, during the period of
the epldemice—without a single case
of plague resulting. In 1835, 31,708
bales were carried to England, 33812
to Marsellles, 424 1o Leghorn, 160 to
Holiand, 32,263 to Trieste, 32 to various
ports. Thene cotion bales, we repeat,
did not convey plague to anyone, al
though no precanlion was taken to dis-
Infeet them., They were compressed
before being put on board, and were
then plled In as small a space a8 pos-
gible. The hatches were closed, and the
vesse] left Alexandria. Of the 16 En-
glish vessels loaded with eotion which
