Francisco, to Senator Perkins' amend-
ment to the Hawalian bill, which was

adopted by the Senate, applying the
coasting navigation laws of the United ’
States to all vessels plying between the
islands and the mainland of the United
States, There Is also some opposition
in the House to this same provision.

The owners of steamships plying be-
tween the United States and Oriental
ports and touching at the Hawalian
Islands object to being closed out of the
business of carrying passengers and
freight between San Francisco and the
Sound and Hawalil, as they have been
doing in the past. The same objections
have been raised by the steamship com-
panies plying from Portland and Puget
Sound. Theste steamship companles
claim that passenger and frelght rates
to the islands would be aavanced and
the public inconvenienced {f the coast-
ing navigation laws scould be applied
because of the reduction of the number
of vessels avallable for this trade.

The pilots of San Francisco have also
been heard from. They say that they
will not be able to collect any feea from
vessels licensed to operate under the
coasting trade laws of the United
States. This hits them the harder be-
cause at present, although they render
but little or no service to the captains
of steamers regularly entering 8San
Francisco and other ports, under the
State law they are authorized {o collect
nllotage charges on all vessels engaged
in foreign trade whether or not they
board the vesaels, ;
