A Scandalous Scheme to Influence
Legislation.

VICTORIA, (B. C), June 7. The
Province . of Vancouver to-da- y pub-
lishes affidavits from E. C. Gardner and
C. G. Austin, stating that on May 4th
P.. A. Dickson of Grand Forks, 15. C,
with whom Gardner became acquainted
last year, came to Seattle and told them
that the object of his visit was to make
some arrangement with President
James J. Hill of the Great Northern, or
Mr. Kendrick of the Northern Pacific
Railway, to obtain at least $100,000 for
a campaign fund, in return for which
the Martin Government undertook, if
returned, to build a road from Van-
couver to the town of Republic, Wash.,
and lease It to President Hill for a long
term of years, practically free. Gard-
ner told Dickson that the Northern Pa-
cific would not be likely to do anything,
and advised him to arrange a meeting
with C. Hughes, solicitor of the Great
Northern.

This was done' and Dickson was in-

troduced by Hughes to President Hill
of the Spokane and Northern, son of
the president of the Great Northern.
That gentleman at once took Dickson
on May 5th in his private car to St.
Paul, promising to use all his influence
with his father. Dickson showed not
only letters from Martin to Hill and
Kendrick, but a big document In which
Martin agreed, if his Government got
in, to fulfill his offer 'to the railway
magnates.

Dickson returned to Seattle from St.
Paul and told the affiants he had been
mighty successful that Hill alone was
all the backing they required,. and that
he had already forwarded '

$25,000, and
would send another $25,000, and more if
necessary. Martin denied the state-
ments in the affidavits. He added that
contributions, no matter how large or
small, to his campaign fund, were al-
ways taken, provided no strings were
attached.

Telephone Experts Scarce,
Owing to the difficulty experienced in

securing experts from the Coast, the
Mutual Telephone Company has been
delayed in putting its system into oper-
ation. Six men had been expected to
arrive by the Mariposa but
word has been received that they were
not to be procured upon the Coast, and
it will be some time before the right
men could be obtained for th com-
pletion of the work.

Among the arrivals In port yesterday
?a8 the steamer Mauna Loa from Kau,
Ivona, Maalaea and Lahalna. She ar
rived shortly after 9 o'clock in thm
morning, with a heavy freight of sugar
and miscellaneous goods, mail and pas-
sengers. Sugar left at Punaluu, accord-
ing to the latest reports, amounts to 12,-38- 3

bags; at Honoipo, 3,300; at Hama-ku- a,

18,000; and at P. S. M., 1,500.
When the Mauna Loa left Napoopoo

the schooner Surprise was there load-
ing cattle for Honolulu. As is her regu-
lar custom, the vessel called at Lahaina
to land freight. It was impossible to
accomplish this, however,' on account of
sand having piled up to such an extent
that even an empty boat could not get
alongside.

The Keauhou arrived from Eleele
with sugar. Three sailing vessels got
away for the Coast the schooner Aloha
with sugar for San Francisco, bark
Himalaya also for San Francisco, and
the schooner Okanogan for the Sound in
ballast.

Steamers Kinau, Claudine, Noeau,
Keauhou and Mikahala got away on
their regular runs.

SMALL NAVIES.

Men of-- War of Turkey and Greece
Are Puny Fighters.

A survey of the Turkish navy reveals
it as obsolescent and in great part al-
ready an obsolete fighting force. There
have been repeated rumors of the in-
tention of the Sultan to strengthen and
renew the naval fighting force, but
notnmg nas come thereof. The present
status of the navy is shown thus: Coast
defense ships.12: cruisers, second class,
2; cruisers, third class, 4; gunboats, etc.,
6; torpedo boats, first class, 19; torpedo
boats, third class, 7.

Turkey's Pride.
The largest vessel in the navy is the

central battery ship Alpsoudiyeh, built
in 1874; displacement, 8 9l0 tons, with
armor 12 inches in thickness, carrying
twelve 12-in- ch (eighteen-to- n Armstrong
muzzle loading), and six 5.9-in- Krupp
guns, besides machine guns; her en-
gines of 7.SO0 horse power give her a
speed of 13 knots per hour. The bar-
bette ships Alahmoudiyeh, Osmaniyeh
and Orkaniyeh were built in 1S64-6- 5,

and are alike in all particulars. Ton-
nage, 6,400; thickness of armor, 54
inches; armament, two h, eight

ch and six Krupp guns each,
besides machine guns, etc., two torpedo
ejectors; horse-powe- r, 3,740, and speed,
12 knots per hour.

Other Ships.
The turret ship Hufzii-ltahma- n was

built in 1S68; tonnage, 2,500; thickness
of armor, 5l2 inches; armament, two
9- - inch and two ch Armstrong guns
and one ch Krupp gun, besides
smaller guns. Her horse power is 2,-0-

and speed 12 knots per hour. The
central battery ship Hamidiyeh, launch-
ed at Constantinople in 1885, is said
after long delays to have made her
trial trip, but it is believed that not
all of her guns are even mounted now.
She is of 6,700 tons displacement; thick-
ness of armor, 9 inches; armament, ten
10- - inch and two Krupp guns, be-
sides smaller artillery, two . torpedo
ejectors; horse power, 6,800, and speed
13 knots per hour. The unfinished ar-
mored barbette cruiser Abdul Kader is
one of the largest and best ships in the
navy. Her displacement is 8,000 tons;
thickness of armor, 14 inches; intended
armament, four h, six 5.9-in- ch

Krupp guns and ten quick fire guns,
with ten torpedo ejectors and engines
of 11,500 horse power and a probable
speed of 17 knots per hour. The Hhun-devendighi- ar

is a deck protected cruis
er of 4,050 tons. Intended to steam 12
knots. For the navy of Turkey the
crews are raised in the same manner
as the land forces, partly by conscrip-
tion and partly by voluntary enlist
ment. The time of service in the navy
is twelve years, five i active service,
three In the reserve and four in the
Kedif. The nominal personnel of thenavy is six vice admirals, eleven rear
admirals, L'OS captains, 289 commodores.
28S lieutenants, 187 ensigns and 30,000
sailors, besides about 9,000 marines.

Navy of Greece.
The navy of Greece consists chiefly of

five small armorclads. Of these the
oldest (1867 and 1869) are the Hasileus
Georgius, 1,770 tons, carrying two 6.6-in- ch

Krupp guns on the upper deck,
with ten light and machine guns; speed,
12 knots, and a wooden vessel, the Bas-sili- sa

Olga, 2,060 tons, carrying six 6.6-in- ch

guns; speed, 10 knots. The steel
built Hydra, 4,885 tons, and her sisterships the Spetsai and Psara, were built
In France in 1SS9-9- 0. Each is protected
by an over-a- ll steel belt of 11.8 inches at
the water line, above which is anotherbelt 2.9 inches in thickness. Each car-
ries three 10.6-inc- h and four 5.9-in- ch

Can. a guns, besides seven
quick iirers, and sixteen other small
and machine guns. The Psara has re-
ceived new and additional armamentlately at Toulon, France.

There are seventeen torpedo boatsover 86 feet in length, one torpedo depot
and school, and two Nordenfeldt sub-
marine torpedo boats. Of unprotected
vessels there are two corvettes, 1,300
and 1.800 tons, two cruisers, 1,000 tons
each, launched 1884-8- 5, twelve gun-
boats, six built in 1SS1-S- 4, the rest old;
three revenue vessels, built in 18S4, a
steel yacht built in 1S68, and an irontransport, besides smaller and miscel-
laneous crafts. The personnel of thenavy includes about 1S5 officers and
cadets, 247 employes, 587 petty officers.
1.643 sailors. 503 stokers, ec, a total of
3,165 men. The navy is manned partly
by conscription from the people of thesea coast and partly by enlistment. In
1SS7 the period of service was made twoyears instead of one.

About the Phelps.
SAN FUANCISCO. June 4. The

four-maste- d bark Erskine M.
Phelps, now on her way from the Phil-
ippines to Honolulu to load sugar for
New York, made the fastest run of theyear from Norfolk, Va.. to Manila. She
left Norfolk on November 18 and aver-
aged 195 knots a day for seventy-seve- n

days which carried her to the island
of Sumba, at the entrance to the Straits
of Ombay. On that showing Captain
Graham expected to make the run to
Manila in record breaking time, butlight and contrary winds, calms and
adverse currents in the passage spoiled
the ship's chances and the average eachday was only sixty-fiv- e knots, much to
the disgust of everybody on board. ThePhelps was 122 days making the run,
which is nevertheless a good showing
considering the average run Is 150 days.
