Third Whatever money may be due to. the laborers from deposits, is now de-
posited In banks In Honolulu and has not been used for investment or specula-
tion, and will be paid over to tae laborers as It may become due. Statements
tire regularly made to the Japanese Consulate of the deposits and the names of
the persons to whom they are due.

Fourth The gentlemen connected with the companies are not "living princely
Uvea from the sweat and blood of the oppressed."

The political and Juridical views of Sr. Y. Soga or of the Hawaii Shinpo,
wo deem unnecessary to discuss; apparently the Japanese laborers are fully
cognizant of their present position, and nothing has been or will be done to de-
prive them of any of their rights. These companies have neither the desire northe power to oppress the Japanese laborers, whose rights, la so far as the com-pares are concerned, the latter are bound and willing to protect.

The lctter of Mr. Y. Soga is libellous, but the companies will not drag theman or his paper from obscurity by any proceedings. Their reason for askingyou to publish this statement is solely to explain to the Hawaiian puhlic the act-ual situation. T. MASUDA.
