large square, witn shops on all sides. The j

building was originally a night refuge for j

caravans. There being no entrance but i

the one gateway, the walls all around be- -
ing very high and solid, a caravan would
be perfectly safe from the attacks wnich j

were very common in those days. The
camels and other beasts of burden re- -
mained and unloaded in the center, and
the rooms around were occupied by mc-r--

chants and travelers. The rooms have j

now been converted into shops and are
occupied by Persian merchants.

On the 10th of Mouharrem the fronts of j

the shops are taken out and the interiors
arranged much like boxes at theaters, ex- - j

cept that they are hung with black and j

decorated with cut-gla- ss chandeliers. The
likeness to a theater is heightened by the
boxes being some feet above the level of
the ground. In front is a space roped off,
where spectators who are not favored .

About an hour after sunset the cere-
mony begins, l'.raziers of wood are light-
ed .and kept burning; by a constant sup-
ply of petroleum being poured on them,
in the distance a most doleful dirpre is
heard, announcing the approach of the ;

A precentor
or priest is continuady exhorting them,
telling them of the sufferings of Hassan
and Hussein. Each of his sayings is an- - j

nounced by shouts of "Hassan, Hussein:
by the white ngures artd groans and sobs I

from the spectators. After they have been
round the. square three times they go to j

visit the other khans.
Other processions follow, some compos-

ed of numbers of men, beating their
breasts while the priests are te!l:ng the
story; others, composed of horses richly i

urapeo, caiinis ias'?P w j v.m- -
dren and women: others again beating;
themselves with chains, and one of chil-

dren singing. At last they all pass and
silence intervenes for a few minutes,
when siKVdenly the original men in white j

appear, but now they are frightfully ex- - i

cited and are slashing at their fore- - i

heads with their sword-?- . Their white
dresses are cov red with blood. The lit- -
fill light of the braziers adds to the hor- - j

ror of the scene, which appears to be a
confusion cf naked swords and blood.
Round and round the square they go.
Xow and then one drops from exhaustion
and is carried away. Presently they dis-
appear and the other processions come on
again; this time the horses and children
are smeared with blood. So it goes on
till all the gangs have had their turn.
Naturally, toward the end it gets worse
as they are more excited. If left to
themselves they would do themselves
some great injury, but behind them men
are watching, with staves of wood, and
when they see a man too excited they
keep it between the sword and his head.

At last all is over and one is able to get
away. Ladies frequently go, not believ-
ing what is going to happen, and faint
from the horror of the scene.

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Hospital for Consumptives Needs
Money at Once.

In the old kerosene warehouse is the
hospital for incurables and consump-
tives. Here are many whose only hope
of reMef from pain is death. The ex-
penses of the hospital are $750 a month
and of this the government gives $250.

The deficit of $500 a month must be
made up from the charity of private
purses. It is a certainty that every
dollar contributed goes to a worthy
cause. The hospital has funds now but
for a month's expenses and is in des-
perate need of generous gifts. The
patients in the wards are the very
poor, the suffering and the dying, for
whom money can buy some alleviation
of their distress. Hon. S. M. Damon is
the treasurer of the hospital and sub-
scriptions sent to him will be sincerely
appreciated by the good people con-
ducting the hospital and by ta-e- e who
lie in it on beds of anguish.

Armed Men Go to Teach
Lawbreakers.

MOUNTEDPOLICEFORMAU

High Sheriff Brown and a Squad of
Eight Sailed Away

Yesterday.

The appearance of armed mounted po-

lice officers on the Wilder steamship
wharf yesterday afternoon fully equipped
with carbines, revolvers and cartridt,"-belt- s

tilled to the last hole with deadly
missiles, created no little excitement
along the waterfront.

High Sheriff Brown, accompanied by
Captain Fox of the mounted patrol, Ches-
ter Doyle, Japanese interpreter, and eight
mounted police, left yesterday evening
shortly after 5 o'clock on tne Claudine.
They will land at Kahului and tomorroV
will ko to Wailuku to attend the trial of
the Japanese rioters who terrorized the
community last week, and who assaulted j

the Maui police officers. j

This armed force goos ia the interest of
the-la- w and it is hoped by t he High Sh. r- -

iff that the show of force will have a
utary effect upon the lawbreakers. At- -

torney General Dole decided yesterday i

that the riotous Japanese should W- Riven
a lesson of rtspect for the law, and or-
dered the ll sh Sheriff and his g.piad to
proceed by the first boat to Kahului ami
thence to Wailuku to be present at the
trial of the Japanese ringleaders, who
were placed under arrest.

The High Sheriff shortly before 5

o'clock drove up ..astily to the police sta-
tion and disappeared in his private of-
fice, where he donned his khaki uniform
and strapped on a big Colt revolver. An
Advertiser reporter Questioned him as to
the expedition and received the fol'owing
explanation:

"We are simply Koing up to Maui to at-
tend the trial of the Japanese wjio as-
saulted the police officers who made the
arrest of several of the ringleaders the
other day. They have been charged with
assaulting and Interfering with police
officers in the discharge of their duty.
Further than that they are charged witn
obstructing justice.

"I am aiso going there for the purpose
of looking over the general situation and
ascertaining the cause of these labor
riots. You can reaaily understand that
my taking with me mounted police off-
icers fully armed means tnat the situa-
tion demands a thorough investigation. A
show of force may doubtless do more to-

ward slopping tnese outrages than any
amount of tongue persuasion. ,The Jap-
anese seem to be in an ugly ml for
some reason or other and inclined;') do
nodiiy damage wherever tney can see:n
opportunity to inriict it. We hope to qu
them down.

"If all goes well we will be back hen
next Sunuay. If there is further trouble
and the situation demands it, I may come
hack here sooner than expected and send
a large force there to keep the peace. We
go to Kahului, thence to Wailuku, and
possibly to Spreckelsville.

"The Attorney General deemed it wise
! to send the officers to Maui on account
' of the great number tf people injured
i lately."
! All the men were clothed In khaxi uni-- I
forms and looked as if they were able to

I cope with any enemy twice or treble their
j numbers. On the wharf the crowd good- -
j naturedly comiared the "finest" to tne
soldiers ot l'.ngiand in south Atrica, and
talked of laagers and kopjes in a con-
vincing manner. "When the High Sheriff
put in an appearance he was greeted as
"Lord Roberts" and "lladen-Powell- ,"

and smilingly nodded Ids appreciation of
the titles.

No horses were taken, but saddles and
bridles for each man were carried aloiifr.
Horses will be procured at Kahului and
will be used durins the entire campaign,
llandctiffs in quantities form an import-
ant feature of the police equipment.
Whether or not there is an opportunity
to use them, tbe High Sheriff considered
the-- necessary on such an expedition.

The trouble in mis instance arose over
the assault on a census-take- r by a num-
ber of the Japanese who objected to that
official's questioning. Police ofiicers came
to the assistance of the Federal otticer
and were attacked in turn and badly
ur.ed up. The ringleaders were arrested
and charge d as above. At the trial there
is a possibility of the Japanese friends of
the prisoners becoming obstreperous.
They do not seem to have any fear of the
Maui police, and the appearance of
strange men ot the. law will probably
quiet them and put them in a peaceable
frame of mind.

The Japanese Consul is absent from
Ilonolulu at present. A delegation of
Japanese from .Maui are here awaiting his
return and intend to lay their trouble's
before him. They are dissatisned labor-
ers from Maui. The Japanese immigra-
tion companies will doubtless be drawn
Into the conference and important re-

sults are expected to be find. The com-
panies may order them to return to their
work ft is generally conceded that the
better class of Japanese recognize- - the fu-
tility of their countrymen striking win-neve-

they feel they have a grievance, and
their advice will be to return to work.

Just what the little brown men are aft-
er is difficult of a satisfactory solution.
At times their plea is that they want
higher wages, and when this has been
conceded by the plantations, they make
ready for another step out in the hope of
getting more money. The plantations
have been liberal in answering these va-

rious requests, and have in some in-

stances advanced their wages about i
month.

The rock on which the laborers and
ihe plantation managements seemed to
have split is the question tf contracts.
Under the Republic form cf government
every man went to work " certain

; iron-cla- d agreement-- . On June s these
j labor contracts expired by law. The
tracts have not been given back to the
Japanese, but they seem to think that

j they must obtain possession of them 1 --

fore they attain their absolute freedom
frcm the contract labor system.

The Attorney s action in sen '- -

ing armed police is the result of the plan-- !
tation managers' desire to bring matters

I to a close, on Kauai the managers de-- ;
dared that if tne Japanese would not

i work they must leave the plantation
j premises, or e considered trespassers. It
