culosis that came under thelr attention.

It was further advised that literature
on the subject of tuberculosis be freely
disseminated and that a special hospltal’
for consumptives be founded as soon as |
poasible,

The theory was advanced that most or;
the cases of tuberculosis that were to be
noted in the city were th of visitors
to the Islands, or late comers who had |
been afflicted with it before they came |
here, but Dr. Wood combatted this and |
sild that his experience was that It was
the old dwellers here who were seized |
with the disease and that the cases origi-
nated in the Islands and not elsewhere.
