Acting under this order the fife
commissioner caused the flre to be
started In one of the sald condemned
butidings by and under the supervision
of the Honolulu fire Jdepartment on
the morning January 20th. The
fire having been so siarted accidental-
Iy spread to the Kaumapill Church
edifice and thence through several
blocks of bulldings to the water front,
including the stores of plaintiffe and
the goods therein contained,

s i that there was only a mod-
erate Dreeze blowing at the time, and
that no new cause Intervened between
the setting of the fire under the orders
of health suthorities and the burning
of the merchandise by the policy In
question.

“The origina! fire set near the Kan-
makapili Church as aforesald was the
proximate cause of the destruction of
plaintiffs” property.
