HIGUCHI SHIRO TESTIFIES.
High Sheriff Brown kept the witness

a considerable time, making him go
over carefully In detail every event of
the day on which the shooting occur-
red, Saturday, August 11. Interpreter
Gibbs translated for the Japanese wit-
nesses.

Higuchi Shiro, who is pictured in the
witness box in the illustration, testified,
in substance as follows:

The Japanese on Laysan Island went
to work at 6 o'clock on the morning ofSaturday, August 11. the day on which
Goto fell. At 9 o'clock In the morning
a number of the Japanese, representing
the whole number, went to Captain
Spencer for the purpose of arranging
with him, if possible, for the men to
alternate in working ashore and on the
water. It was their desire, said the
witness, to work one day on land and
the next day afloat.
