What the outécome of these courses
may be time will tell. We attribute

the folly and the blindness of it all to

machine delegation from Oahu would

WATER AND WEALTH.

The completion of the new Irrigation
canal at Spreckelsville means much to
the Island of Maui. By it a large tract

,of land that had in the past been con-

sidered irreclaimable Is put under cul-
tivation and will soon be covered with
growing cane, From a spot over twen-
ty miles distant water is brought by
this canal to vivify a hitherto barren
region, a region rich in possibilities of
wealth production, needing but the wa-
ter to make it the equal of the most
favored spots in the Islands,

The successful carrying through of
this enterprise is an example of what
may be done In dozens of other locali-
ties, Water there is in plenty in the
so-called rainbelts on all the islands,
and while in these regions millions of
gallons of the precious liquid are wast-
€d in the sea near by, there are tracts
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of execellent alluvial soil capable of
bringing forth splendid crops of sugar
could the water but be brought to them.
To do this needs an expenditure of time

and energy and expeénse that too tre-I

quently frightens the owners and they
allow their land to‘lie unfruitful while
their more far seeing neighbors are
coining money from tracts no better
situated but which they have had the
enterprise to bring under water.

The multiplication of such canals as
the Lowrle Irrigation Ditch will mean
an increase of the wealth of the Islands
to an untold extent. With modern en-
gineers there is almost nothing that
cannot be done in the way of ditch con-
struction. It costs money to be sure,
but in these days the penny wise sys-
tem of land cultivation does not pay.
It thkes money to make money in sugar
cultivation and many managers will
find that an emulation of the liberal

Supt. McCandless and W, E Roweil
Circled the Bug Isiand

Superintendent McCanrlless
sistant Superintendent
Fublic Works Department returned on
the AMauna Loa yesterday after a trip
of two weeks arofnd the Island of Ha-
waii. Mr. McCandless stated that the
trip had been taken for the purpose of
looking owver the whole situation on
Hawalii, to find out what was needed in
the way of improvements.
“The trip was an eminently satisfac-
tory ("I{(‘," sald Mr. MocCandless,
by personal observation of conditions
on Hawail we are much better informed
than we should have been had we
trusted to reports. We landed at Ma-
'hukona and made the trip down the
windward coast of the island to Hilo.
Thence we went to the Volecano, and go
by reoad through Kau and the Konas to
Kallua. The roads in that part of the
fsland are bad, but not so bad as has
been reported. It has been frequently
stated that they were Impassable for
bicyelists, or rather that wheelmen
would have to push their wheels or car-
ry them most of the way through
Kona, but we found but few places
where they were not rideable and we
met several parties of wheelmen . who
were making the trip around the isl-
and.
