ABOUT TO RESIGN?

His Place May be Taken by Con-
troller Charles J.

Dawes.
NEW YOREK, Nov. *10.—The Com- |
mercial Advertizser says:
It was announced at National Re- |

publican headquarters to-day that the |

Secretary of the Treasury, Liyman J.
Gage, will resign from the cabinet and
(Charles J. Dawes, the Controller of the
Currency, will be asked to succeed him.
Mr. Gage is going back to be President
again of the First National Bank at
Chicago. The announcement was posi-
tive and from an authoritative source.
The change will be made before the ex-
piration of the President’s first term.

CHICAGO, Nov. 10.—D. R. Dorgan,
vice-president of the First National
Bank said to-day he knew neothing

about the reported contemplated res-
ignation.

“But,” he added, “the report that
Mr. Gage will resume the presidency
of the First Natlonal Bank Is without
foundation,”
