R. SHIOZAWA, owner and pro-
prietor of the Hawaii Shiupo,

announces that beginning with !

the issue of next Monday, the pros-
perous little Japanese paper will alter-
néte its columns of news with English
translations. This new feature will
broaden the interest of the already in-
teresting sheet, and Mr. Shiozawa very
redsonably expects an increase in its
clitculation, {

The Shinpo is the only Japanese
dally paper published in the Islands,
and its original purpose was to keep
the government in Japan advised as
to the affairs of its people in Hawail.
The Shinpo is conservative in policy,
and as a medium of news became im-
mediately popular.

A great deal of credit Is due to Mrs.
Takahashi, sister-ip-law of Mr. Shio-
zawa, and manager of the paper. Her
position Is one only conferred upon
women of unusual salent and business
abllity, even among races further ad-
vanced in business opportunities for
women. As a type of progressive
woeman, Mrs. Takahashi stands alone

and remarkable among the pegple of |

The management, editorial depart-
ment and the mechanieal department
of the Japanese dally are conducted
much in the manpner of our own pa-
pers, thd methods used being modern
and up-to-date, but in the composing
and press rooms.there arises a diffi-
culty that would cause the American
or European newspaper to halt in dis-

The Japanese language contains
mﬂhing like 180,000 characters In
prs, words and phrase signs. How
to handle this immense vocabulary
and the characters that represent fit,
is a problem that would entirely dis-
courage anyone but the patient and
ingenious Japanese. It was a problem
even to Mr, Shiosaawa, but he has
solved It.

Of course the entire number of char-
acters are not in dally use, and some
of them are, in fact, quite obsolete,
but they all require to be kept Iin
stock, and in one large room a great
expanse of tilted shows that they
mri;s there. A much stuldy and
figuring the ch ers in frequent
use were separated from the others
and arranged accordingly, the charac-
ters and signs most used being placed
in the most convenient ponl’nm.

Typesetting, under thig arrange-
ment, is necessarily done by three or
four men, instead of one. "“Copy” is
glven out in duplicates, the compesi-

This arrangement has simplified the
handling of the immense number of
hieroglyphics considerably, but it still
remains a marvel, There are forty|
thousand characters in frequent use, |
and between six and seven thousand |
used to express ordinary *words and|
phrases of common conversation in|
the Japanese language, and a man
must be possessed of remarkable mem-
ory Indeed, to know and be able to
instantly recognize each of even thei
latter number. This {s what eiach of |
the Japanese compositors and thelr as-
sistants are required to do to be p'ro-i,
ficient. |

The printing of the paper ig done by
means of large hand presses, but Mr,
Shiozawa contemplates introducing
electric power in a short time. At
present the clrculation, as attested by1
the subscription list, is about one!
thousand coples each day, five hundred |
of which are sent to the adjoining Isl- |
ands and to Japan, belng on the mail-|
ing list,

With the Japanese people, however,
this does not mean that the readers
of the paper are restricted to that
number. It is the Japanese custom to|
pass the paper about from one family |
to another, or to post It upon a wall!
where it may be read by the Japanese
public at any time.

Among the readers of the Shinpo are
a large percentage of Chinamen. There
are a great many Chinese characters
intermixed with the Japanese, and
some of the news is given entirely in
the Chinese hleroglyphics. Any Jap-
anese can read the Chinese language,
as Japan has adopted the Chinese
characters to add to its own, but Chi-
namen cannot read Japanese material,
for the reason that Japanese charac-
ters are liberally sprinkled among the
Chin less the article is written

Mr, Shiozawa accounts for the great
number of Japanese characters by
saylng that Japan is a noted copyist,
and that with every immigration of
rrench, Dutch, English and Spanich
people into Japan there was a large

Some
years before the war and prior to the
time that Abraham Lincoln was be-
ginning to loom up as a presidential
possibility, while practicing law in
Illinois he met a young dandy from
New York state whose aporting procliv-
ities had caused him to run short of
funds. The young man went to Lin-
coln for assistance and left with him
as security for a loan a handsome dia-
mond pin. For some reason he never
returned to redeem the pledge, and
from that day Lincoln did not again see
him.

Lincoln was natarally a man of quiet
taste In matters of dress and seldom |
wore jewelry of any kind. However, his
accidental possession of a fine orna-!
ment proved a temporary temptation |
to adorn himself. One day James Moy-
ers, a stock dealer of Kentucky and.a |
close personal friend of Mr. Lincoln,
who had known him intimately from
childhood, went to Springfield on a vis-
it. As soon as he saw Lincoln the pin
attracted his attention.
