Sec. 9. The Superintendent of Public Works shall appoint some capable per-

son to be superintendent of sewers, whose duty it shall be to keep the conduits
or pipes for the conveyance of sewage in repair, and perform such other duties
in connection therewith as the Superintendent of Public Works may prescribe.

Sec. 10. The Superintendent of Sewers shall receive for his services such
salary as may be fixed by the Legislature.

Sec. 11. This Act shall take effect from the date of its publication.

The bill now before the House providing for the election of a Delegate to
the House of Representatives of the United States, introduced by Representa-
tive Xailima, contemplates the early breaking up oi tile Territory into county
and municipal governments. The full text of the bill is as follows:
An Act to Provide for Election of a Delegate to the House of Representatives of

the United States; Fixing the Tinn , Place, and Manner of Holding Such
Election; Providing for Notice of Vacancy anil for Ordering a Special
Election to Fill Such Vacancy; A'.so Providing for the Approval and Rat-
ification of the Election of Such Delegate Voted for at the General Elec-
tion Held in the Territory of Hawaii in the Year A. D. 1900.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the Territory of Hawaii:
Section 1.' That at the general election to be held in the year A. D. 1902, to

serve during the Fifty-eight- h Congress, and at each general election thereafter,
there shall be elected one Delegate to the House of Representatives of the
United States to serve during the succeeding Congress.

Sec. 2. The Delegate to the House of Representatives of the Un'ted States
from the Territory of Hawaii shall be elected by the qualified electors of said
Territory, and the manner of holding and conducting such election and the
qualifications of electors shall be the same as provided by law for the election of
members of the Territorial legislature: provided, that a different colored ballot
and a separate ballot box may be used for the election of such Delegate, or in
such other manner as may be hereafte- - provided by law.

Sec. 3. Certificate of election shall is ;uc as provided by section Sf of the Or-
ganic Act. Such certificate shall be issued and delivered within fifteen days
after election.

Sec. 4. That the election of Delegate to the House of Representatives of the
United States to serve during the Fifty-sixt- h and Fifty-sevent- h Congress, voted
for at the general election held in the Territory of Hawaii, In the year A. D.
T900, is hereby rati.ed and confirmed.

Sec. 5. If a Delegate to the House o" Representatives of the United States
shall resign, he shall forthwith transmit a notice of his resignation to the Sec-
retary of the Territory; and if a vacancy shall occur by death or otherwise in
said office, the County Clerk of the county in which such Delegate shall have
resided at the time of his election shall, without delay, transmit a notice of
such vacancy to the Secretary of the Territory.

Section 8. If any vacancy occurs in the office of Delegate to the House of
Representatives of the United States, by death, resignation, Incapacity of the
person elected, or from any other cause, the Secretary of the Territory shall,
without delay, notify the Governor of such vacancy, and the Governor shall,
without delay, Issue a proclamation ordering a special election to fill such va-
cancy, and at least thirty days' notice of special election shall be given and such
special election shall be conducted and returns thereof made as is provided by
law for general elections.
