Sir; A certilied copy of a reso-
lution of the House of Representa-
tives, dated March 12, has been re-
ceived, requesting me to "furnish
forthwith a list of the names" of
Government beneficiaries who have
been allowed vacations with sal-
ary.

I leg to submit the following list
of Government beneficiaries who
were granted leave of absence
from the Territory with sixty
days' pay, of which this Depart-
ment has record, exclusive of
school teachers, say, from Jan-
uary L 1899, to December 31, 1900.

After the last clause of tne last
resolution "where he got his au-
thority and the law governing the
same" I will state that the au-
thority for granting vacations to
Government beneficiaries rests by
custom and usage with those who
have the appointing power, viz: tha
heads of departments and bureaus,
but I know of no direct provision
of law governing same. The rule
of allowing sixty days' pay where
extended vacations were granted
was fixed by the following resolu-
tion of the Executive Council,
adopted on the 27th day of No-
vember, 1896: "Resolved. That In
case of absence, the pay of Gov-
ernment officials or employes shall
not continue more than sixty days
from the day of their leaving of-
fice." A copy of said resolution
was furnished this Department
when the vacation salary question
was first raised after the inaugu-
ration of the present Auuit Act,
and I have, paid such salaries in
accordance therewith.
