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Editor Advertiser: The Outlook for March 2, under head of “True Temper-
ance Reform," says: Temperance “‘is not primarily the saving of a class: it is
the preservation and well-being of a nation. There 15 a wldespread de-
termination that Americans shall ba temperats, and that the conditions -of our
life shall ald them to be temperate by removing temptation from their path, and
making Intemperance not only disgraceful but difficult. There ought to
be, and there will be, wise restriction; there ought to be, and there will be,
Judlelous and well-considered methods of removing temptation from the path of
the young, the unwary and, the weak. Ultimately the habit of temper-
ance musl rest on moral conviction; theérefore, the wise methods of dealing with
the problem must be educattonal,” show.ng ‘*‘the appalllng consequences which
attend its viclation.”

If the Dispensary Act, now being considered by the Legislature, should,
without change, become law, would it not facliitate In grave degree the oppor-
tunities of aleoholic indulgence that pra-tically many seem unable to resist, and
many more, apparently, do not care to keep from? Surely, there Is such danger
and perhaps a word of warning, even from one strongly prejudiced, may help to
avert a possible disastrous enactment. It has been well sald that a man's nec-
esgary knowledge far surpasses his reteative capacity: hence we are ofttimes
able to help one another, and even supplement our fellow's greater information
frcm our own small stock of knowledge, So it is I venture to sound a note of
warning to all those whose duties cause them to be specially iInterested in the
Inspensary Act.

In Sweden, In 1829, the manufacture of alecohollc beverages was practically
free to the whole community, The number of stills paying a nominal license
fea was 173,124] By the year 1850 they had been reduced to 43,547 without, how-
ever, any diminution of drinking., Tne prosperity of the people was devastated.
Mr, David Carnegle, a well-known dwealler In Gothenburg, In his evidence be-
fore & committee of the House of Lords (England) on intemperance said, When
ihe home distiilation was allowed oneé peasant would set hig still going one week
and invite his neighbors in, and all would get drunk togetuer, and the follow-
ing week his neighbor would begin. Dr. Sigfried Wieselgren, Director of Pris-
ons in Sweden, spoke of the “completeness of the machinery for the economic
ruln and the physical and moral deterloration of the rural population. Drunk-
enness, crime, pauperism, every specles of misery, every form of degradation and
demoralization abounded.” Mr. S. Lalng (Tour of Sweden) says, “The effect
was fearful natlonal drunkenness, bevond the excess of other nations."” Dr.
Wieselgren, above quoted, further sald: “The very marrow of the nation was
sapped. Noral and physical degradation, Insanity poverty and crime, family
tiem broken up, brutal habits, all those grim leglons that ever range them-
selves under the banner of intemperance took possession of the land, It was
bleeding at every pore.” SBurely, sir, a picture Mephistopheles would revel in.

What is it, Mr. Euitor—what s it that causes such eruel, such lamentable
devastation? 1Is it a man, or a thing; or (s it the place where the thing ls scld,
or Is it not rather the thing Itseif? Ave, It Is true; it 18 the thing Itself, Tt
matiers mot who sells it, howsoever pure it may be, or where it Is sold. Of
this thing alcohol, howaver, and wherever it appears, the sclentlst Dr. Koppe
{Russian Report 1883-1%)) says: “It was necegsary to declare that the abuse of
aleohol commenced with Its use.” Professor Sikersky (Russlan Report 1898-159)
declares that alcohol causes Imagination and ideation to be commonplace, de.
vold of originality; modifies sensations, which, Instead of being fine and com-
plex, become coarse and elementary; excites bad passions and dispositions, pre-
disposing to strife and -crime, destrovi ¢ habits of work and perseverance.” It
it the thing itself, Mr. Editor, not th¢ 10 who sells It. or the place where it (s
sold that causes such weeping and to untold women, such wreckage and
despair to untold men. May and can call this thing alcohol, which modern
science tells us Is a toxin of the sacch 'vees cerevisla, *Indeed a poison’:

it In words of Shakespeare: *"Oh, thou invisi e spirit of wine, If thou hast no
name to be known by, let us call thee Devil," Can this thing be good for our
daily use when a high-class medlcal Journal 'Lancet) says tha glving aof it to
one another "is wholly bad, because It lraide ‘o casual drinking, & habit which
lays the foundations of disease, lessens the sound nourishment of families,
promotes laziness, degrades the sentimeni of «iif-respect and takes the edge off
many morai qualities, It powerfully antagonizes the remedies of the physleian
-and the moralist alike,” A good creat-re of (inod forsooth! If such it be, why
does His Holiness the Pope, the Archbishop of Tanterbury, great and good Car-
dinals of the Roman Church, and numeérous other ecclesiastics of both churches
and many clergy of all denominations—why, I ask, do they advise and urge to-
tal abstinence to their followers? Why, Mr. Editor, and agaln, Why? Let the
Friend's "Great American Agnostic” answer the pertinent question; let the burn-
ing, undying words of Robert Ingersoll, th:: man denounced as an infidel, let
his words tell the careless, the self-indulgent, tha thoughtless, the uninforme-
ed; let Robert Ingersoll, the Infidel, If yon will.

It polsons peace, kills fe-
ticity, ruins s, blights confldence, slays reputations, and wipes out na-
tlonal honor; s curses the world and laughs at Its ruin. It does all that
xnd more irders the soul. It 18 the sum of all villainies, the father of all
crimes, the mother of all abominations, the devil's best frlend and God's worst
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enemy."” Let all satisfy themselves what of truth there is in this lerrihlm-
ment.

Surely, the plans of the Everlasting must encompass some mode hv which
men and women can save themselves and help all others from the danger of
succumbing to the bapeful influence of alcohol—deadly, powerful and health
destroying. Great churchmen, high and noble-minded écclesinstics, earnest and
self-denying clergy tell the world total abstinence is the one great and graclous
remedy, verifying, If It needs verifving, the dictum of the migh.y Paul, that it
is good neitner to drink wine nor anything whereby a brother stumbleth or Is
made weak,

May I urge on legislators who love their country, and have hope of seeing
the decline of their race averted, to remember the motto on the royval arms of
their past rulers—" Ua mau ke ea o ka aina | ka pono”"—Righteousness is the lifa
of the land. Is it righteous or just to put Into the hands of the people at large,
indiscriminately, the right to manufacture Intoxicating beverages? Think, Mr,
Editor, of the conditions that would here be brought about when every man
shall have such legal right conferred upon him. Will not legislators pausa be-
fore glving sanction to such a scheme? If determined to pass the Dispensary
Act; will not legislators, from the Introdqucer thereof to the last manp in the
House—will they not cut from it the clausa giving the deadly right above re-
ferred to? I hope and belleve, Mr. Editor, that such will be their course. Well
may your Hawalian correspondent in this morning's Advertiser, Hoolewalonao-
lalo, say, "I speak on behalf of my countrymen, to whom, in my humble opin-
fon, the passage of the bill would meéan moral and physiecal ruination.”

Let me, sir, in conclusion, appeal ts the patriotism of legislators: let me
present to them afresh, words of one, Breat In the histary of Lis country, great
in the estimation of a world. Abraham Lincoln, one of the noblest men called
by the people to the Presidentlal chair of these United States, gave utterance
before the Washington Soclety at Springfield, I1l., to the following words: *“Thoe
cause Itself (temperance) seems sudden]ly transformed from a cold, abstract
theory, to a living, breathing, actiVe and powerful chieftain, going forth ‘con-
quering and to conquer."

He ever
seems to have gone forth like the Egyptian angel of death to siay, if not the
first, the falrest born of every family. Shall he now he arrested In his desolat-
ing career? In that arrest, ALL can Blye ald that will' and who shnll be ex-
cused that can, and wliil not, ald? Far around ss human breath has ever
blown, he keeps our fathers, our brothers, our sons, ard our friends prostrate
In the chains of moral death. To all the living everywhere, we cry, “Come
sound the trump, that there may ris¢c Up an exceeding great army!" 'Come from
the four winds, O breath! and breathe upon these slain that they may llve!”

Bpeaking of the Revolutlon of "6, the great Presldent, the dauntless, the

lovable man, sald: “But with all these glorious resiits, past, present and {o
come, it has its evils, too. Tt breathed forth famine, swam In blood, and
rode in fire; and long, long arter, tne orphan2 ery and the widows' wall con-
tinued to break the sad sllence that ensued. These were the price, the Inevi-
table price, pald for the blessings it brought.
" “Turn now,” continued Abranam Lincoln, ‘“to the temperance revolutlon,
In it we shall find a stronger bondage hrolien, a viler slavery marumitted, a
greater tyrant deposed; in I*. more of Want supplled, more disease healed, maore
sorrow assvaged. By it no orphans starving, no widows weeping, and even the
dram-maker and dram-seller wiil hava vielded into other occupations =o grad-
ually as never to have felt the chang2, and will stand ready to join all others
in the universal song of gladness. And what a noble ally this to the cause
of political freedom! . . .

“And when the victory shall be complete—when there shall be nelther slava
nor drunkard—how proud the title of that land which may truly claim to be
the birthplace and the cradle of both those revolutions that shall have ended in
that victory! How nobly distinguished that people who shall have planted and
nurtured to maturity both the politienl and moral freedom of thelr spesies!”

This grand man, this lover of humanity, with ais houndlesa enthuslasm,
further saild: *“If the relatwve grandeur af revolutions shall be est'mated hy
the great amount of human misery they alleviate, and the small amount they
inflict, then, !ndeed, will the temperance revolution be the grandest the world
shall ever have seen." )
