received at San Francisco by the
schooner Rosamond, which reached
that port on the Tth instant from Ho-
nolulu. Captain Ward 6f the schooner
and her crew say It was in broad day-
light, on March 29th, when the disabled

vessel was first sighted, in latitude 35
north and longitude 155 west, or about
1,800 miles west of San Franclsco. She
was then about ten miles off, but the
schooner, standing in, soon had her
abeam but about two miles away.

“We set gignals,” said Captain Ward,
“asking her if she need~d any help, but
obtained no answer. There was a fair
breeze at the time, and it was not long
before the unknown and crippled vessel
was merely a speck astern. As no an-
swer was made to our signals 1 did not
think it would be right for me to in-
terfere in the stranger's business, and I
‘kept on my course,

“From what we could see the ship,
though badly crippled, was in a con-
dition to take care of herself, though
sailing would be slow and tedious. Only
& stump of her foremast stood. A part
of her main topmast showed above the
masthead, and the mizzenmast, as far
as the crosstrees, was standing. Her
jibboom was gone, and her spanker
mast looked as thoush it was weak and
of little use. There was one yard on
|the fore and mizzen masts and two
vards on the mainmast, but there was
only one piece of canvas spread gn the
whole ship. It looked like a topgallant
sall, and it was bellied out from the
yvard on the foremast.”

Shipping men ecriticise Captain Ward
severely for not having made an effort,
bevond setting a few signal flags, to
learn at least the name of the crippled
ship. There is a faint hope that the
vessel may be the German ship Bertha,
which, several weeks ago, was posted as
missing. The Bertha left Wel Wei for
Portland 166 days ago. She has been
out more than three times the number
of days for an ordinary voyage, and the
hope that she ig still afloat Is very
small.

There are a number of vessels now on
the Pacific bound to Aslatic and Ameri-
can ports, and any one of them might
be the eripple seen by the Rosamond’s
Crew.

Dismasted Bark Identified.

The four-masted bark sighted by the
schooner Rosamond is still causing un-
derwriters to worry. SEvery vessel now
due on the Cpast has been canvassed,
and the concensus of opiniorr i8 that
the disabled boat will probably turn
out to be the German four-masted bark
Willy Rickmers, now out forty-five
days from Kobe, Japan, for Portland.
She i8 in ballast and painted black,
and so fills the bill as far as it goes.
It will be remembered that the Brit-
ish bark Willscott was dismasted also
while on her way from Japan to Port-
land, and put in to San Francisco un-
der a jury rig.

The China’s Fast Run.

Good weather and a smooth sea al-
lowed the steamer China to reach San

Francisco a day ahead of time, the
liner arriving soon after moon on the
sth instant, twenty-six days from
Hongkong, sixteen days from Yoko-
hama, and five days, sixteen hours and
forty minutes from Honolulu. In ad-
dition to 106 passengers, thirty-one of
whom were from China and Japan, the
steamer had 2,501 tons of freight ana
$553.000 in treasure, She left Honolulu
on April 2d. On March 20th the China
l.e.pulrr.g.- the bark J. C. Pfluger, bound

from Newcastle, N. 8. W., for San
Francisco, which wished to be report-
ed.  This was in latitude 28 degrees 25
minutes north, longitude 178 degrees 40
minutes west. On April 3d, at mid-
night, the China met the steamer So-
noma, and at 8:26 the next morning
the Gaelic was met, both bound from
San Francisco, and showing that the
Sonoma had gained considerably on the
Gaelic.

A sailor named Carey, whose mind
became affected some time ago while
on one of the warshlps on the Asiatic
station, returned to the Coast In the
China, in the care of several marines,
who had instructions to dellver him
at Mare Island. After the China dock-
ed Carey decided to look out for him-
gelf, and suddenly struck one of the
marines named Moody a terrific blow
on the right eye, immediately after-
ward running down the gangplank. The
demented man was overtaken and
placed in charge of a policeman, and
was afterwards taken to Mare Island,

Wreck Btill Undiscovered.

At the expense of $125, Captaln John
Ross chartered the redstack tug Sea
King, on the 6th instant, for the pur-
pose of definitely locating the wreeck
of the Rio de Janeiro, but the work
was agaln fruitless, At 5 o’clock In the
afternoon the tug returned, and the In-
formation was given out that the moor-
ing over the supposed wreck had again
drifted, making it inadvisable to send
down Dilver Roach, who had been en-
gaged at additional expense. Captaln
Ross will take more soundings over
the =pot.

Arrived From Honolulu.

Eight days were occupiled by the
steamer Zealandia in the trip from Ho-

nolulu to San Francisco. As soon =as
the vessel can be prepared for the
trip the Zealandia will sail for Port
Los Angeles to take an board another
party of Porto Rican laborers for the
Islands. The Zealandla arrived at the
Coast on the 6th instant,
