Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Territory of Hawaii:

The Superinfendent of Poblic Works shall have
the power and it shall be his duty to regulate the numbering
of all the houses in the District of Honolulu, Island of Oahu.

All main entrances to buildings from streets,
roads, or lanes shall be numbered, and the Saperintendent of
Public Works shall assign to each hounse itg proper number or
numbers and deliver free of charge to the owner or occupant a
certificate designating each number and the location.

Section 3. It shall be the duty of every person owning any
building fronting on any street, road or lane in the District
of Honolulu, to number the same or cause the same to be
numbered correctly within sixty days after the receipt of a
designated number or numbers from the Superintendent of
Public Works and to remove or efface any wrong number up-
on such building, and it shall be the duty of every person own-
ing any building hereafter erected to apply to the Svperinten-

week after its completion or occupancy.
