The
Zealandia will take a malil to the coast
and will carry passengers.
The Brutus to Be Befitved.

The Navy Department has determin-
ed to bring home the U. 8. 8. Brutus,

which for a long time past has been
stationed at Guam, and it is sald she
will be refitted as a collier to operale
between this eountry and the Chiha
station. The various ships employed
in this duty are being placed under
command of civilian commanders, and
manned g0 far as practicable with mer-
chant crews. : =5
Repairs Were Costly.

The typhoon of November 19 in the
China sea was one of the worst storms
known to navigators, aceording to Cap-
tain Sewall, of the # werican ship Ben-
jamin Sewall, who arrived in Tacoma
recently on the steamship Tacoma, ac-
compadiied by Mrs. Sewall. The ship
Benjamin Sewall was damaged to the
extent of $30,000 by the typhoon, which
struck her while she lay in the bay at
Hongkong Aabreast the Kellet island.
The Sewall was blown on the rocks,
and that she salls under a lucky star
is shown by the fact that she was
blown off the beach again when the
wind wveered, riding out 125 fathoms of
chalin.

The Sewall was repaired at Hong-
kong and went to Singapore to load
a cargo for Shanghai. She will after-
wards go to Puget Sound, where Cap-
tain Sewall will rejoin her and will ul-
timately return to Manila.

Captain Sewall is very enthusiastic
over the future of the Philippine is-
lands under American government, He
believes that what little rebellion was
left in the Filipinos will disappear with
the capture of Aguinaldo, and that the
future of these isfands will be a pros-
perous one. Of affairs in China, Cap-
tain Sewall says it is very hard to ob-
tain any definite information there as
to just what is going on. Conditions
are very -unsettled in the Celestial
kingdom.

Pearl Harbor Work Delayed.

The work of constructing =2 naval
rendezvous and coaling station at
Pearl Harbor has been again postpon-
ed, All bids for dredging have been
rejected, and this meane a delay of at
least six months,

The rejection of the bids gave rise
to rumors that the site of the rendez-
vous and coaling station might be
transferred to Hilo. The people Inter-
ested in the latter Island were ready
to make sacrifies of lana privileges,
but according to Colonel C, A. Brown,
of Honolulu, says the San Francisco
Examiner, the transfer eannot be
made. Colonel Brown is largely inter-
ested in sugar and rice in Oahu, and
naturally, is watching the progress of
the work at Pearl Harbor,

“The bids were rejected on account
of a technicality,"” said he, “but there
is no doubt that the work will be com-
menced as soon as possible, Hilo 1s
not a rival for the rendezvous and
coallng station. It is not 1n the nature
of things that it should be. In the
first place it is an open roadstead, and
a breakwater would have o me bullt
which would cost at ieast $1,000,000, No
such thing as this is needed at Pearl
Harbor, There Is a sand bar at the
entrance of the harbor, and when this
is removed there will be a sheltered
entrance from the ocean into deep wa-
ter,

The harbor is perfectly landlocked,
and good anchorages are to be had five
miles up from the ocean for the largest
vessels afloat, It is true that a sur-
vey has been made of tne harbor of
Hilo, if harbor it may be called, but
this was only for the purpose of chart-
ing it. There is no competition between
the two places.”

It was learned that the specifications
