MAORIS ARE INCREABING.

A Polynesian Race That Has Taken

an Upward Turn.

The census recently taken In New
Zealand shows that the Maorl population
of that colony Is lncré&alng in number,
the figures in 1801 being 42,860, as com-
pared with 30,623 in 1896, and lesser num-
bers in preceding vears. Commenting
on this fact, which has excited consider-
able jnterest throughout Australasia, the
Melbournd Argus remarks:

“The increase suggestds a chance of
permanent surviyal. * * * Think of the
heiplessness of all Pac!fic islanders
against European microbes! We¢ willing-
ly, spend enormous sums of money and
endure 4 vexatious gua antine system to
keep out smallpox and bubonlc plague.
The Pacific islanders have had no de-
fense. Consumption, measles, influenza—
to which we have become, by long ac-
quaintance, In some degree Immune or
hirdened—have devastated the islands.
Sp the Maorl suffered. H's way of liv-
inz, his tontempt for sanitary usages
and precautions, exactly suited our mi-
crobes. They attacked the tattooed war-
riors and vanquished them with appalling
ease, They could not stand up against
their invis.ble foes. The race seemed
doomed to disappear, and the other race
deplored the prospect. For though the

age and given to eating as well as kill-
ing his enemy, he had scme fine gualities.
He had a gift of loglec and another of
peetic Imagination; he was eloquent &s
well as brave; and his code of conduct
was 10t without llnes of nobility. He
loved the soll on which his ancestors
had fought and devoured one another,
and he longed with . pathetic Intensity
that his people m!ght always lilve. When
the two races became recenclled, the
white New Zealander also wished that
his dusky countryman might be spared.
He treated him handsomely. To
fullest extent possible he admitted him
to the rights and privileges of citizen-
ship. And the Maori responded tq Brit-
ish kindness and Justice. Only the
microbes threatened his survival. Let us
hope that the improvement disclosed by

the census announces that the race is |

getting the upper hand in the struggle.
The survival of the Maori will make
picturesque history.”
