Dr. C. B. Cooper, chairman of the
special rat committee, made his report
yesterday to the Board of Health. He
outlines the work already accomplish-
ed by the committee and suggests the
urgent need of earnest on
the part of the public.

In the report submitted to President
Sloggett he says:

Dr. H. C. Sloggett, President Board of
Health, City:

Sir: Rats being the principal agency
for the transmission of plague and our
exposed situation In relation to other
countries that are Infected making It
necessary to take every precaution for
the preservation of our commerce and
internal well being, your committee on
the crusade against rats, consisting of
Dr. Pratt and myself, and by courtesy
Dr. L. E. Cofer of the United States Ma-

rine Hospital Service, whoae labors and
advice have been most valuable, beg to
report that after much labor, at last
tangible arrangements havo been made
for the protection of commerce by the
united action and guarantee of funds by
those most directly interested in shipping
and also ways and means have been pro-

vided for warfare on the rodents In the
business and residence portions of the
city.

Ry the short slghtedness of the late
legislature to provide for emergencies of
this nature, only $10,000 was allotted for
the biennial period, to protect the lnter- -

As it cost in a recent epidemic Ou,

easily seen that this department is more
than handicapped to do good worn, Dy,

such a paltry sum.
It is proposed to put the wnarves tn

such a permanent condition aa to render
fumigation an easy matter and render
our shipping interests safe and with a
practically clean bill of htalth. It is pro-

posed also to engage feew good men for
work in the. more thickly populated dis-

tricts to distribute rat poison and in-

struct In the placing of same, setting and
eare of traps and such other woik as
may arise In that line.

It Is also hoped to procure a
power engine with a sulphur fan, which
can be Placed on a truck, malting K tnui
easy for transportation, to be used when
necessary for fumigation.

The Board of Health will furn sh tree
rat poison to all applying for It, and
every" one able to purchase their owp
traps are expected to do so, and tbu aid
the Board in this crusade. Traps will
Ik? furnished to the Indigent. It Is use
less to expect favorable results unlesi
there Is concerted actkrn by the entire
community.

HOLLAND WILL BE NEUTRAL.

She WiU Not Interfere In the Boer
War.

THE HAGUE, Nov. 16. The govern-
ment, in the course of a communication
to the Chamber dealing with the foreign
office estimates, reiterated today its de-

sire for the time being to maintain Its
policy of neutrality in connection with
the South African question, and said:

But while we should scrupulously ob-

serve the obligations of International
law no one would suggest that the tlea
of consanguinity of race existing be
tween the Dutch and the South African
States, should be forgotten. The govern-
ment, therefore, will always remain on
the alert to seize an opportunity for the
restoration of peace."

The Finance Minister declared that
wh'le he la hopeful the new tariff bill
will greatly benefit the treasury and pro-

mote prosperity. It Will not In any way
resemble the protectionist measure about
to b enacted by Germany.
