family, giving them the privilege of
improving the mausoleum and to carry
out a cherished wish of the relatives
of the late King and Queen to remove
all the caskets now there to a beautiful
vault to De erected in the plot of
ground just ew. of the mausoleum,
over which will be built a sixty-foot
shaft dedicated to King Kalakaua and
his Queen. The spot selected is a beau-
tiful piace, surrounded by tall royal
palms, and when improved according
to plans already made, will be one of
the most attractive places in Honolulu.
The last Legislature appropriated $10,-
000 for the improvement of the maus-
oleum, but nothing will be done with
this sum until it is known what Con-
gress will do in the matter of turning
over the grounds to the members of the
royal family. Mr. Colburn has already
had contractors go over the mausol-
eum to arrive at an estimate of the
cost which will include putting in a
handsome tile flooring, marble steps to
the entrance, the walis to be hard-
wood finishad, and everyvthing done to
preserve the building. The mausoleum
would then be converted into 1« memor-
ial chapel. It is understood that C. R.
Bishop of San Francisco, husband of
the late Princess Bernice Pauahi Bish-
op, will assume a share of the expense
of caring for the grounds and build-
ings.
