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Past Career of the
Pioneer Boat

Club.

The Myrtle Boat Cilub was organized
on the §th day of February 1833. This
was the first regularly organized boat
club in these Islands. Up to that time
the aquatic events here had been par-
ticipated In principally by the crews of
his Iate Majesty Kalakaua and of such
men-of-war, American and English, as
passcd through heére from time to time;
and were enlivened occasicnally by do-
mestic aspirants for the honors.

The Myrtle Club was an unpreten-
tious organization. The original mem-
bership was only seven, and the club
had, to start with, only one boat, the
renowned four-ocared gig '"Red, White
and Blue.”

Since the organization of this club
various competitors have gone down
befcre the champlons except ‘the pres-
ent Healani Yacht and Boat Club.

The first sliding-seat boat race ever
rowed In Hawallan weaters was rowed
on the late King's birthday, November
16, 1534, There were flve starters over
the three and a hailf mile course. The
race was rowed In six-cared barges.
The Myrtles won In a glorious finish;
the now defunct “"IHonolulus™ were 2
cluse second, the “Kapiolanis” third,
and two of the King's crews respec-
tively fourth and fifth, There has not
been such another race rowed in Ho-
nolulu harbor since, and the gsdbsequent
success of the Myrile Club is due large-
Iy to its great victory in 1554,

The names of those who tock part in
that memeorable race are worth noting.
In the Myrtle boat sat Oscar Branc!‘n.
Harry Robinson, Fred Wundenberg,
Charley Purdy, Alex. Jyle and Jim
Savidge. In the Honolulu crew were
Wlilcott Morse, George Markham, Hay
Whodehouse, John Holt, Jack Dowsett
and Harry Whitney. The Kaplolani
créew, nick-named “The Fenians,” fwas
composed of six stalwart Irishmen
under the management of the genial

Larry Dee. The King's crews were
trained by the redoubtable Robert
Parker. The Myrtle’'s record In that

race over the bell buoy course, 22 min-
vtes and 29 seconds, has never been
beaten,

The Honolulu Yacht and Boat Club
which for a while gave such great
promise a8 a competitor for aquatic
onors, went out of business In 1880.
In the mean time the “IEclipse Boat
ub™ had sprung into existence and

Fhag been abszorbed by the conquering

Myrtles,

Kalakaua dled In 1851, and with his
demise ended the regular regattas that
had for so many years taken place on
his birthday anniversaries.

The first “Healani” club arose out of
the ashes of the old “Honolulus,” and
it is due largely to the competition of
that club that the Myrtles survived a
period of stagnation and still live to
tell the tale of many glorious victories
as well as of several hard fought de-
feats. During these many years the
Myrtle club has even been to the front
in the development of rowing In this
community, belng a living witness of
the evolution of boat rowing In these
waters, as the heavy stationary seat
Eig gave way to the sliding-secat barge,
which has in turn developed into the
up-to-date racing shell

The present chief competitor of the
Myrties is the Healani Club, which was
reorganized®on a new basis in 1885
under the name of the Healani Yacht
and Boat Club, and this new club has
beyond question proved to be the most
vigorous antagonist that the Myrtics
have had to contend with,

The first boat house ofi the Myrtie
Club was situated on the water's edge
at the foot of Alakea street above the
Pacific Mall wharf at a point now far
iniand; subsequently a larger house
was built on the present site of the
club’s gquarters at Kakaako. The housg,
' which has since been enlarged, and
which has been the scene of 20 many
Jolly festivities s about to be removed
of the channel
wharf, where with a fine view of ocean
and mountain and beautifully eclean
bithing, the members wiil enjoy them-
selves and entertain their friends in
renovated and more commodious quar-
ters,

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BUSY YEAR OF THE MAILE
ILIMA ATHLETIC CLUB

In August 1889, there gathered at the
home of one of their members thirteen
voung men, former students of the Ho-
nolulu High School and organized the
Malle Ilima Athletiec Club, now the
foremost athletic club of the city.

At that time sports in the way cof
baseball, football, and track and field
athletics had practically died out and

it was for the purpose of reviving., en-

ccuraging and promoting such sports
that these young men organized the
Majle Tlima Athletic Club.

Thelr cholce as first president of the
club was Chas. P, Elston, a well-
known athlete of Honolulu and one
who bhad greatly assisted them in the
past when playlag under the colors of
the High School.

The name Malle Ilima, and the colors
Green and Gold, taken from the sweet
gcented Hawaiian vine “maile” and
the favorite flower “ilima' was sug-
gested by 4. F. Wright and all the
members agreed that no better name
could be given to a Honolulu Athletic
Club.

As the football season was approach-
ing, a team was organized in Septem-
ber with the president of the ciub,
Chas. A. Elston, as captain, and dur-
ing the months of October and Novem-
ber played four games of football, one
with Oahu college and three with a
team called St. Louls.

The results were not very gratifying
to the Maile Ilimas, Oahu college de-
feating them by a score of 18 to 6, and
after playing two hard fought tle
games with the St. Louis boys they
them in the third

were defeated by
Eame.
Thus ended the ycar 1589, but the

Maile Ilimas nowlise discouraged de-
termineq to stick together and win out
iz the end if possible.

The membership of the club had in-
creased to about thirty, but as yet no
permanent quarters had been found
for club rooms. .

In January of 1900, the officers for
the ensuing year were elected: presl-
dent, R. D. King; vice-president, G. F.
Wright: secretary, G. W. Lucas; treas-
urer, E. K. Allen; property man, J. K.
Clarke,

In May the Y. M. C. A. organized an
indoor basket ball league, a new form
of athleticg in these islands, but one
which had taken a great hold on the
sport-loving people.

Six teams entered the league, the
Sophomores, a team from Oahu Col-
lege, the Business Men, a team made
up of the young business men of the
town: tihe Diamond Heads, and Hono-
Itius, made vp of Y. M. C. A. members,
the Maile Ilimas from the club of that
name and the Green and Gold, a sec-
ond Maile Ilima team.

The season extended to the end of
June, the Maile Ilimas gaining the
champlonship by winning every game
they played; scoring 88 points to their
opponents 135,

The summer of 1900 was noted for the
absence of any enthusiasm in the base-
ball line, the games played were the
interscholastiec series between Oahu
College and Kamehameha school.

However, to beguile away the moon-
light evenings during the months of
July and August, the Malile Ilima Ath-
letiec Club instituted a series of paper
chases, which the boys enjoyed im-
meneely and also profited by,

On October 13, the Y. M. C. A, gave
an athletic meet at Punahou, in which
no clubs were allowed to enter, only
individuals, Four members of the M.
I A. C. e_up-r-:d, winning three firsis
and four seconda,

Thore wa¥ no lack of entHusiasm for
football as in baseball and the Malle
Tlimas were determined to show Ho-
noluiu that the defeats of the previous
ar had not discouraged them a whit,

Oahu College, the Artillery and the
Maile Ilima Athietic Club met at the
Y. M. C. A, and decided to play a series
of three games for the champlonship
of the seazon of 1900.

The first game was played at the
Funahou grounds between the Maile
Ilimas and the scldlers, the former
winning by a score of 5 to 0; Wilson,
the big half back for the Mailes, mak-
ing the only touchdown.

The second game of the series was
between the Oahu College boys and
the soldlers from Camp McKinley.
The game came out a tie, the score
standing 0 to 0.

The third and last game resulted in
a glorious victory for the Malle Ilimas
egainst the Oahu College boys by a
score of 11 to 6, thus wiping out the de-
feat of the vear before., In the first
half the students had it all their own
way, making a touchdown and goal,
the Mailes not scoring. In the second
Lalf the cluB boys had it their way,
and without losing the ball once made
two touchdowns and one_goal.

In the early part of December the
manager of the Punahou Alumni foot-
ball team issued a challenge to the
Maile Ilimas for a friendly game of
football on Christmas day, and it was
promptly accepted. It was one of the
best games ever played in Honolulna,
neither side being able to score,

By this time the membership of the
club had been greatly added to and to
accommodate the increase the hall over
the offices of J. F. Colburn on Kaahu-
manu street was generously loaned by
that gentleman.

At the end of the year 1900, the  Maile
Tlima Athletic Club had won a name
and place in the athletic fleld and were
recognized as being no mean oppo-
nents,

Nothing was done by the club until
April, 190, when the Maile Ilimas
piayed the Business Men a game of
basket ball for the champlonship of the
city for 1901. The Business Men had
won the Y. M. C. A. championship, but
were challenged by the M, 1. A, C,, 'the
champions eof 1300, who defeated them
by a score of 17 to 14, thus winning the
pennant two years in succession.

In May the M. I. A, C. Issued an In-
vitation to Oahu College and Kame-
hameha School to run & mile relay
race. The Oahu College team won
handsomely, Kamehameha Bchool came
in sccond and the Mailes failed to cross
the line.

In June the Honolulu Base Ball
League was formed, consisting of five
teams, the Honolulu Athletic Club’s
nine, a new organization, the Maile
Ilima Athletic Club’s nine, the Artil-
lcry, the Police and the Star nines,

The sgeason lasted two months, the
H. A, C's. team winning the champion-
ship; the Maile Ilimas toock fourth
place, but as it is their first attempt
at baseball they are not discouraged
and will try again.

The football season -of 181 opened
with four elevens in the field for cham-
pionship honors. The Punahou Ath-
letic Club, a new club but composed
mainly of old Punahou players, ent-
ered a team, as did the Honoluiu Ath-
letic Club, the Artillery Corps from
Camp McKinley aud the Maile Ilimas.

The Mailes played three games, the
first with the Honolulus, score 0 to 0]
the second with the Punahous, score 0
tc« 0, and the third with the soidiers,
score 16—10 in the Malies favor.

The Punahou Athletic Club gained
the championship having won two
games and tied one. The M, 1. A, .
came second with one game and two
ties,

The Malille Ilimas won only one chan
plonship in 1901, namely, the basket

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THE GROWTH OF POLO AND
ITS BID FOR FAVORITISM

Not until the first match at Moanalua
last April between the Maul and Oahu
teams had the interest of the Honolulu
public been aroused to the exhilerating
game of pony polo.

The game had its first introduction in

the islands, however, some twenty years
previous:to this, upon Hawaii, where
some Australians, on a ranch got to-
gether-a. few enthusiasts and formed

.the Kohala Polo Club, playing the Eng-

lish ganve as they had learned it in the
Coloniesa.

With the removal of the Burkhardts
to Maul, the game died out on Hawalil
amd came into prominence near the
ranch, where the above mentioned fam-
ily were Jocated. Here polo made such
strides that a club, the Maul Polo Clab,
was organized and many an ex:‘iting
match played, Naturally enough, most
of the players being ranchmen, their
riding was reckless and daring. Then,
having the pick of many horses at thelr
disposal, many fine little ponies were
dircovereg and developed into bang-
talled polo ponies.

The games upon Maui were cavried
on in true English style, the pories be-
Ing kept up like race horses and
players sporting bright colors in theic
uniforms,

This was the only polo in the islands
during this time. The interest was con-
fined to Maul, which is generaily ored-
ited with having started polo hare. It
was the same men, however, who start-
ed the game on both islands aud com-
ing by the way of Australia, that is
wiy the HMnglish instead of tha Amerl
can game has been played here until
recently.

With the advent of a few Maui men
to Honolulu, however, came the incep-
tion of polo on Oahu.

In April a team of *four was choson
to represent the Oahu Polo Club that

tha

had been duly organized with 8. kK.
Damon, president.
Anxiousr to test their prowess, a

match was arranged with Maul, to be
played in ‘Honolulu, as it was calculat-
ed to give polo a stimulus here, also
to furnisH valuable experience to the
newly initjated Oahu boys. Accordingly
a team from the Mokawao Pola Club,
which I8 a recent outgrowth of the old
Maul Pola Club, came down to try con-
clusions. .« They brought their ponies
and naturglly created a great interest
in Honoluln among many interested ia
sport, but’ who had never =een a game
of pony polo.

The day set for the first zame saw
great crowd wending their way to 0=
analua to witness the Inilial coAtest
in Oahu. ‘Much to the surprise of the

crowd and especially the Maui men, the
Oahu boys overcame the seeming odda
and had no difficulty in winning the
game, 9 to 3.

Mauj played a strong <ame. king
much longer shots where the; connect-
ed with the ball, but Oahu, while their
strokes were shorter, were always surer
and to that they attribute taeir sigccess,

Not at all satisfied with the result,
Maui asked for another zame two days
Jater, and agaln did they suffer a de-
feat, this time by a score of 10 to 5.

Desiring to retrieve their lost polo
reputation, last July Maui sent to Oahu
a challenge for a return match at Ma-
kawao. Oahu accepted the invitation
and with 8. E. Damon in Fleming's
place, went to Maui the last of thot
same month. Here Maul had the ad-
vantage of home grounds and put her
strongest four wupon the field—Frank
Faldwin, Bailey, Lopp and Fleming.

It was a holiday at Paiai, and a
great crowd assembled op the fine

grounds of the Makawao Club, which
are situated on the table lands in that
district. Japs, Chinese and natives
from the surrounding plantations help-
ed to make one of the most cosmopoli-
tan crowds that ever gsaw a polo match
in the United States,

Eleven to nothing in favor of Oashu
tells the story in the fewest words. The
Fionolulu boys simply had everything
their own way, playving better individ-
ually and as a team. At the same time
they were better mounted. While the
Maul team tried to put a stubborn de-
fense, they were wholly outclassed.

Since that time no inter-island games
have been played, but the Pole Club has
been reorganized, taking In many re-
cruits, and a system of individual hand-
icapping and the American rules have
been adopted.

Play has temmporarily been transfer-
red to Kaplolani Park, while the polo

grounds at Moanalua are undergoing
repairs and changes that will make
them of' the highest order. This has

given to many an opportunity of seeing
polo and becoming interested, as many
good matches have taken place there
this fall between the club members,
who have formed teams and conduct-
ed a tournament, now In progress,

Polo bids fair to become one of Ha-
waii's most popular games, as all the
local conditions favor the growth and
sucgess of this manly sport.
