lector Stackable yesterday, and the
machinery of his department was at
once put to work .to answer it. The
presence of a live snake in a jar gen-

erally used for holding goldfish, at the
Mint saloon on Nuuanu street, was the
cause of the investigation, and this
was pursued closely by members of
the customs department force.

The snake, or, as it is called by its
present owner, a "Hawaiian Hila," is
about eighteen inches long, twice the
diameter of an ordinary lead pencil,
with the body tapering slightly toward
the head, where are to be seen two
bead-lik- e eyes that glare at the ob-
servers, and a mouth which snaps vi-
ciously at those who thrust at him.
The snake is active and lives much of
the time below the surface of the wa-
ter, occasionally protruding its head
above for air. The belly, which In-

cludes half the circumference, is of a
yellowish hue. the upyer part being of
the color of dark gray cigar ashes.
