MATE SAID TO HAVE

DESERTED GIG

A Hearing Will Be Had Before

British Consul Tomorrow

Morning.

THE coal ship Fannie Kerr ar-

rived yesterday morning on the
Mikahala and are quartered at the
Sailors' Home awaiting aid from Brit-

ish Consul Hoare. which has been
promised for tomorrow morning. While
Captain Gibbons and the members of

his crew tell of no particular hard-

ship suffered by them. et the vsy- -

age from the place where the burning
ship was abandoned to a safe port es
Kauai was far from being a pleasant
one.

The four men who made tbelr saeape

In the ship's gig suffered the most and
they make grave accusations awjklnst

the first mate. David Longwlll. whona
they accuse of deserting tkero. This
story, however, the mate and the ansa
who were in the big boat deny, and
they say they did everything poasibls

for the men In the gig, even to risking
their own lives.
- The ptana of Captain Gibbons for the
future are not known, but the members
off the crew can all get berths aboard
various vessels if they wish it. They
will be shipped either to Vancouver or
to Pan Francisco, though nothing defi-

nite will be done until after tomorrow
morning, at which time a hearing will
be had before Consul Hoare. Mr. Bkiare
said last evening he had heard nothing
officially concerning charges to be
brought against the flrst mate, though
his inquiry on Thursday morning win
take in the rumors and reports tkat
have been drifting about the water-
front since the twenty-nin- e shipwreck-
ed men of the Fannie Kerr arrived i.
Honolulu yesterday morning. A short
investigation was held by Mr. Hoare
yesterday but nothing was said at that
time about any grievance the men
had against the first mate. In the af-
