Balfour’s Plans in
the Dark as.
Yet.

CHAMBERLAIN'S
FRIENDS STRONG

Colonial Secretary Would Have
Made a Better Leader But tie
Favored the Premier.

LONDON, July 19.—Cabinet making
{s the absorbing subject of discussion
here. During the week the public was
regaled with more or less shrewd
prophecies but no intimations were giv-
en out by the inner circle of the inten-
tions of the premier, A. J. Balfour, re-
garding the successors of the ministers
who have already resigned or as to
how far the changes in the ministry
may be expected to extend. It is unde-
niable that a very large section of the
Conservatives and Liberal-Unionists
are strongly dissatisfied with the minis-
try os at present censtituted, and it is
increasingly apparent that in spite of
all parliamentary eulogies of Mr. Bal-
four many Unionisis believe that a
government of grgeater strength and ca-
pacity could ha.vé been established with

Joseph Chamberlain, the colonial secre-
tary, as leader. The opinion is freely
expressed on all sides by Unlonists as
well as the Libérals that interests of
the empire nowadays are so vast and
complex that they are sorely in need
of the oversight of a man of broader
and more forceful powers, who should
be dissassociated from the atmosphere
of constant debate over the details of
such measwres for instance as the edu-
cation bill, or the question of releasing
Patrick A. McHugh, the member of
Parliiament from North Leitrim, from
the penalty of contempt of a petty Irish
court, S

The appointment of Mr. Chamberlain
to the premiership would have been
received with cold disfavor by the op-
position and would have been a red rag
to the Arnglo-phobes, but nevertheless
there Is a multitude of government sup-
porters who would be glad to have him
as chief, and the Associated Press is
informed from sources of undoubted
authenticity that Mr. Chamberlain’s
claim to the premiership would have
been recognized as being better than
Mr. Balfour's had he not whenever oc-
casion presented itsslf urged Mr. Bal-
four's succession against his own.

One important and strong point of |
the late administration which has nm';
vet become generally known and appre-
ciated and which It is feared Mr. Bal-
four will not fully inherit, was Lord
Salisbury’'s persistent resistance to
Emperor Willilam's efforts to enfangle
Greal Britain in an alliance with Ger-
many. These efforts have been made
at interaals since 1395, and are likely to
be renewed now that Leord Salisbury |
has retired.

The chief immediate cause of appre-
hension, however, is. that Mr. Balfopr
will be unwilling to either radically re-
duce the =ize of the unwieldy cabinet.
now numbering 19, or make i.w-_-‘-pinu
changes in it. Nowhere is its vumplm.vr‘
reconsiruction more earnestly urged
than amonz the Conservatives them-
sclves, some of whom profess to fear
that unless the ministry is strengthen-
ed its support in the House of Com-
mons will rapidly dwindle. The Con-
servatives are doubtful whether Mr.
Balfour is sufficiently resolute to re-
create the minlsiry against the wishes
of most of his present official :ls:in-.'i-I
ates.
