MEASUREMENT OF WATER IN
PAUOA VALLEY. ‘
Honolulu, H. T., Nov. 15th, 1902,
To Whom it May Concern:

Measurement taken at the mouth of
two perpetual streams, the source of
which are two springs at an elevation
of between 50 and 600 feet, situated in
Pauoa Valley, about two miles mauka
of the terminus of the Pacific Helghts
Rallroad. These springs are not af-
fected by a lack of rainfall, give an out-
put of 859,920 gallons In 24 hours, and
by developing could be increased by
conservative estimate to ten times this
amount.

Measurement taken from a stream
at an elevation of 250 feet In the same
valley, but lower down, the source of
which stream §s several small springs,
gives an output of 253,700 gallons per
24 hours.

These springs are all located in Pau-
o Valley, which Is a natural water
shed and would be a valuable reservoir
site for the Government.

move absolutely all germs, e g
typhoid, and a filtered surface water
can never be absolutely safe as regards
water carried diseases, whils a spring
water with the source properly pro-
tected is so.

The .questions of amount of water,
avallability, elevation of source, char-
acter of surroundings of springs are
questions for the engineer rather than
the chemist.
