Seven Chinese Are
Convicted of
Gambling.

Men Who Said That
They Paid for
Protection.

They Learn That Their Protector
Has Lost His PuH With
the Police,

It is really a most alluring game, that
game of Pakaplo, known colloquially on
the mainland of the United States as
“China lottery,” but it is receiving
strong discouragement at the hands of
the loca] authoritieg just at the present
moment.

For it was concerning the game of
Pakapio that some indiscreet Chinese
gambler asserted that he was paying
for and recelving pollice protection, and
that boast led Attorney-General Lorrin
Andrews and High Sherif Brown to
plan and carry out a rald upon three of
the leading Pakaplo banks In town at
a time when It was known that the

men who ran the banks would them-
selves be on hand to fall Injo the police
net. And they fell in. There were sev-
én of them, bankers, namely, Ah Ting,
Ah Chung, Ah Ping, Ah Ngui, Ah Lai,
Ah Kim and Tong Kal, and In battle
with these seven Attorney-General An-
drews drew first biood in the Police
Court yesterday, the accused men being
found gullty and fined, each one, $250.
Each one took an appeal, to be sure,
but that will only bring their cases be-
fore a jury in the Circult Court, and it
is hoped some action may be secured
there that will =0 disgust them with the
protection they are not now receiving
that one or more of them may be In-
duced to “squeal.’” Then there will be
some hope of finding out who is re-
celving the money, 1 anybody ip.

In finding the men gullty yesterday,
Judge Wilcox sald he was glad to see
that at lIast an effort was made to reach
the heads of the Chinese gambling
games, While he had been on the
bench, and that is a long time,ghe sald
these raids had only resulted, hereto-

COUNTY BILL IS
"READY FOR REPORT

The House Commitiee on County Bill
should be able to close up its report
today and present it to the House im-
mediately. The work of considemtlo‘n
has been finished and the amendments
to the bill are nelther many nor radi-
ecal.

ASs the amended bill now stands the
alterations which are momentous are

four in number. These are the Incor-
poration of the Kaual school bill, as in-

mental act by Keliinol, into the County
bill to replace the provision for Ter-
ritorial control of the Depariment of
Public Instruction, the provision plac-
ing district magistrates and road boards
under the contro]l of the county super-
visors, and providing that the super-
visors are to bhe elected from districts
or wards. These districts are varlously
divided. On this island for Instance
the district east of Nuuanu street Is
given three supervisors, from Nuuanu
street to Moanalua two, and the outer
districts two. On Maui Walluku has
two and each of the other districts one.

The county of West Hawali is wiped
out and its name made Kaniaupuni,
with Hamakua substituted fér Kau, in
the constituency, and the county seat
placed at Waimea,

The other changes are minor ones and
will not cause fights on the floor,
though the school matter and the
alteration in the district magistrates
and road boards may raise some little
discussion and cause division of the
vote. The House may not attempt to
consider the bill until that of the Sen-
ate has been sent down, so that there
may be speedy action had.

DIGS HIS
DWN GRAVE

A Hauula Native
Anticipates
Death.

Thinks He Heard His
Dead Daughter
Calling.

Youth Drowned at Waialee—New
Deputy Sheriff Gets
to Work.

HAUULA, March 24—A native man
named Kama, who in monarchy days
enjoyed an enviable reputation ss a
cooker of pigs, being Indeed, at one
time hog-victualer-in-chief to Kalaka-
ua, has furnished the district of XKoo~
laulog with a sensation which has set
tongues a-wagging, from EKahuku to
Kahana bay.

This morning, apparently in posses-
sion of health and faculties, he com-
menced digging his own grave and at
sundown rested from his completed
task.

To any one who chose to ask him

the reason of his strange action he
vouchsafed a reply to the effect that
at midnight last Sunday he was awak-
ened by the volce of his recently de-
ceased daughter Mary, calling, “Kama,
Kama, come.”” This he took to be an
omen of approaching dissolution an
accordingly proceeded to set his house
in order and to prepare the place of
his final rest.

Kama's wife dled last December and
on I'eb. 4, his daughter, a girl of seven-

| teen summers, followed her home. They

were burjed side by side and the new
grave is gdjacent to the other two. The
spot is in the shadow of the walls of
a ruined church situated upon the
wind-swept hill-side. To the left rise
sombre mountains while on the right
is the sea. Few houses are near the
place and almost its only visitors are
the gray doves, the mynahs and per-
chance a mongoose,

It was here that Kama wrought his
lugubrious work and heedless of heat
or hunger, paused not until his self-set
task was accomplished.

The natives here say that in old
times, it was not unusual to select &
burial-cave long before the time of its
expected occupancy, but they can call
to mind no paralle] of the case of Ka-
ma. v

seized with a fit while in the water
and so drowned.
