MAY GET MORE

BIGJTEAMERS
SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 11. W. H.

Avery, general agent of the Toyo Kisen
Kaisha in this city, returned yesterday
in the liner Hongkong Maru. accom-
panied by Mrs. Avery, from a four
months' sojourn in the Orient. Mr.
Avery left here on May 15th in the Nip
pon Alaru, and has visited Japan, Ma-
nila and Hongkong. One of the ob-
jects of his trip was to examine the
Hamburg-America- n steamships Ham-
burg and Kaitchou, which the Toyo Ki-
sen Kaisha contemplated purchasing
for the line connecting this port with
the Orient. He looked over the vessels
in the Orient, and, while finding them
palatial and in many respects faultless,
they were found to be unsuited to the
Pacific trade, principally owing to their
high superstructure. So the Japanese
stockholders, who bad depended to a
great extent upon General Agent
Avery's opinion, have decided not fco

purchase the vessels.
It is understood that plans and speci-

fications for two or more steamers for
the San Francisco route have been ap-
proved by the Tcyo Kisen Kaisha. but
no contracts for i'teir construction
have yet been awarded. The steamers
will, however, be built in Japan, prob-
ably at Nagasaki, and will be of about
11,500 tons capacity, with a speed of
nineteen knots an hour, and thorough-
ly up to date in all their equipment.
The Japanese stockholders in the com-
pany are, from all accounts, quite sat-
isfied with the showing made by their
three lines on the San Francisco route,
and intend to improve their opportuni-
ties in every way possible.
