WASHINGTON, D. C, Nov. 20. The expected delegation from

Hawaii bound for the big building on the hill in this city to knock out

the confirmation of Sanford B. Dole as federal judge has not thus far
materialized. The delay already occasioned by waiting for the arrivals
is so pronounced, in view of the emphatic telegrams of protest received

from Honolulu that there is talk about going ahead and confirming the

nomination any way. There is no doubt that the nomination will be
confirmed but as a matter of courtesy Senator Foraker thought it ad-

visable tov tarry a little in the formal proceedings so that the protestaaits
could have a hearing, either at the Capitol or at the White House.

Some of the murmuring around the Senate, which threatened op-

position because, chiefly, of failure to consult certain officials before
the "appointments were made, has largely subsided. It is conceded on
all hands that the confirmation is only a matter of a few days, for the
committee on Pacific Islands and Porto Rico will not wait much longer.
The nomination has only just been received by Senator Foraker's com-

mittee, there having been a little delay in getting it back from the
!fenate Judiciary committee, where it was first transferred.

GEHR'S MISSION.
Mr. Arthur C. Gehr. of Honolulu,-arrive- d here night before last

and is quartered at the Oxford Hotel. He was at the Capitol yesterday
and talked with Senator Foraker and Senator Cullom. He is rather
sore at Governor Dole, as people in the islands are probably aware, but
he did not have much to say against him to the Senators in question.
The fact that, as federal judge, Mr. Dole might have to pass upon
some of his own acts as governor has been raised at the Capitol but it
is not regarded as at all serious, for there is always the fight of appeal
from his decision for defeated litigants.

The object of Mr. Gehr's trip here, of course, is to defeat the award
of rights to construct the Kohala Ditch to Col. Sam Parker and others.
He has an engagement to meet Secretary of the Interior Hitchcock to-

morrow (Saturday, Nov. 21) and expects to get a complete hearing.

THIRD, NINETEEN HUN- -
DRED AND THREE.

Be it enacted bv the Senate and
House of Representatives of the Unit- -
ed States of America in Congress as-

sembled, That an Act en'titled "An
Act to regulate the immigration of
aliens into the United States," approv-
ed March third, nineteen hundred and
three, be. and the same is hereby,
amended as follows : In section two,
lines eighteen, nineteen, and twenty,
strike out after the word "come," in
the middle of line eighteen, "unless it
is affirmatively and satisfactorily shown
that such nerson does not belong to
one of the foregoinc excluded classes.'
In the same section, line twenty-on- e,

at the beginning of the line, strike out
the words "persons living in" and in-

sert in lieu thereof the words "citizens
of." In the same section and same line,
at the end of the word "taken," in-

sert the following : "before the Unit-
ed States consul or consular agent at
the port of departure before the sailing
of said vessel, and also." In section
fourteen, line three, after the word "be-

fore." insert the following: "the consul
or consular agent as aforesaid, and al?o
before." In section sixteen strike out
all of the proviso, being part of line
fourteen, and lines fifteen, sixteen, sev-
enteen, eighteen, and nineteen. Also
amend the Act wherever the words
"Secretary of the Treasury" occurs:
strike out those words and insert in lieu
thereof the words "Secretarv of the De-

partment of Commerce a 1 Labor."
