It is alleged that
five of the Russian warships escaped
inside the harbor and that three took
shelter at Kiaochow. One destroyer is
said to have gone to Chefoo.

Advices from Chefoo state: The crew
of the Russian destroyer ResMtelinni say
that in the naval battle in the Yellow
Sea on the morning of April 11th thebattle ships Retvisan and Pallada were
greatly damaged and were compelled
to withdraw inside the harbor. The
Russian Squadron intended to proceed
to Vladivostok, but its present where-
abouts are unknown to the crew of thedestroyer. The same message states
that unusually severe fighting tookplace on the land side of Port Arthur
from the night of August 10th until
about 10 a. m. on August 11th. The
Russian troops suffered heavy casual-
ties and were unable to remove their
dead and wounded. Rumors were
current at Chefoo that the Japanese oc-
cupied Port Arthtor on the evening ofAugust 11th.

Telegrams from Chefoo state: Three
Chinese cruisers, the American cruiser
Cincinnati and the gunboat Frolic, thePortuguese cruiser Adamastor and the
German criser Bismarck were at Che-
foo on August 11th. The Bismarck was
at anchor farther out than the ordinary
berthing place for war vessels. It is
