Governor Carter gave the following

statement on the subject to an Ad-
vertiser reporter:

“Mr, Holloway and Mr. Pratt have
been with me a good part of today,
conglidering a change relative to lands
on which rent has heretofore been pald
to the Public Works Department—
lands not actually in the use of that
Department. Quite a lot of rent has
been collected by the Public Works
office.

“It has practically been a case of two
department® of land and two men re-
sponsible in land maters, Each some-
times interpreted the laws differently
from the other and they even made
regulations at wvariance with each
other, :

“For some time past we have beén
asking if it would not be more econo-
rical ang efficient, ags wel] as best for
the public interests, to have all of the
land business under one management.
The particalar lands in queétlon are
a lot of remnants,

“Today we went over the list of all
the launds. There were ohe or two
technical questions to settle. Finally
we decided to put all of the lands not
in actual use by the Department of
Public Worke under Mr, Pratt, Com-
missjioner of Public Lands, ags was evi-
dently Intendeq by the Organlc Act.

“By this change 'the Report of the
Public Lands Department alone will
show all of the revenue derived from
that source. The Commissioner will
be enabled to systematize the jand ad-
mlnlstf’alion more effectively, and in
keeping his records can cover the busi-
ness of these remnants as well as of
the other lands.”
