HAWAII'S NEEDS APPEAR
IN PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE

(ASSOUIATED PRESS CABLEGEANS.)

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Dec, 6.—President Roosevelt's mes-
sage was read in both Houses of Congress today. The President
advocates liberal appropriations and warns Congress against ex-
travagance.

On capital and labor he claims that both are entitled to equal
protection and both must obey the laws.

He holds that the National Government should control the
great corporations and that railroad rebates must stop.

Agriculture, irrigation and forestry should be promoted by
every means possible and the message is strong on the needed im-
provement in the Consular Service.

A national quarantine law is de€med desirable.

On the financial question the President holds that silver should
be redeemable in gold.

He favors the advancement of the merchant marine, develop-
ment of Oriental markets, regulation of immigration, revision of
the naturalization and citizenship laws, protection of the purity
of the ballot, an Alaskan Delegate, a peaceful foreign policy, an
efficient army and navy, international arbitration, protection of
Americans abroad, continuance of the present policy with lower
tariff rates for the Philippines.

Dealing with Hawaii the President recommends that the Gov-
ernor be given the power to remove subordinates, appropriations
for the dredging of Honolulu harbor, and the study of leprosy by
the Marine Hospital Service.

The tariff is not mentioned.

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The raised map herewith is reproduced from a drawing in the
New York Staats Zeitung of November 12, 1904, and shows the '
positions occupied by the Japanese and Russians respectively at that
date, the Japanese positions being designated by small flags. The
nomenclature is in German, but that is easily translated. For
instance, ‘Tiger-Halbinsel” on the map is the citadel of Tiger Pen-
insula. “Tigerschwanz” is Tiger Tail, “Golden Ilm gel” is Golden
Hill, “Quail Huegel” is Quail Hill, “Wolf's Huegel™ is Wolf’s Hill,
and “Weisser Wolf's Huegel,” is White Wolf's Hill. The “Eisen-
bahn nach Mukden” shows the line of the railway to Mukden, and
the “Grosse Verkehrstrasse” i1s the main wagon road leading out
of Port Arthur to the northward. The “Exerzier Platz” is the
former parade and pleasure ground of the Russian garrison. The
other designations of localities and forts are the native names.

From the position of the Japanese forces before Wantai Hill
it is easy to understand, and it has not been herctofore from the
cablegrams, how the Japanese can shell the Russian ships lying in

the harbor of Port Arthur.

Port Arthur besieging army reports that our naval guns
bombarded the Russian ships in the port from the 3rd to the sth
of December and several of the enemy’s ships, especially the Po-
bieda and Retvizan, were observed hit repeatedly.

On the afterncon of the sth of December the enemy’s powder
magazine at the south of Pehyushan was hit by our shells and ex-
ploded, causing conflagration for over two hours. On the sth of
December, our heavy guns also worked effectively on the Russian
ships, including the Poltava, which raised a thick smoke lasting for
one hour.

The siege works against Sungshushan and forts to the east of
the same continued the day and night of the 4th of December and
captured two quick-firers in the caponiere of Urlungshan.
