Had they
received in time the four torpedo-boat
destrovers which they had ordered from
the Clyde they would have heen able
tn suppress the insurrection in Cuba,
have prevented the landing of arms,
and never have been brought into con-
flict with the United States. Spain
claimed £75.500, and the Edinburgh
Court of Hes:zion awarded her £67.500
and interest.
