SAM'S FUTURE GREAT NAVAL STATION.

At noon yesterday the trim little gunboat Petrel of Uncle Sam's

navy rode at anchor on the waters of Pearl Harbor, the future great

American naval base., The anchoring of the Petrel in Pearl Harbor

marks a milestone in' the development of the lochs, for it was the
arst time a vessel of so'large a type had been there.

Although the Petrel is one of the smallest gunboats in the

American navy, yet she carries an armament of pretty heavy guns

and is able to make a good showing in the face of an enemy. True,

the station ship Iroquois has frequently steamed about the lochs,

but the Iroquois is only a naval tug, converted from a tow-boat

which saw considerabie service in San Francisco bay.

The Petrel, with Lieut.-
Commander Niblack, Captain of the yard at the Honolulu Naval
Station, aboard, left Honolulu yesterday forenoon. Under the pilot-
age of Captain Niblack the gunboat was safely taken up to the
location approximately marked by an X on the accompanying map,
or about half way between Dr. McGrew's place and the Aiea Rail-
road station.

The Petrel will remain at Pearl Harbor for some time. the in-
tention being to give the men ali manner of drill comprising boat
drills, landing under arms and general maneuvers.
