It made this profit during a period when it was engaged in com-

petition for several months, with the Island Meat Co., which cut
down its profits on the wholesale price of beef, to 1- -8 of a cent
a pound. It no longer has that competition, and is now making
a wholesale profit of one cent a pound, with the consequent result
that during the last two months its profits have been at the rate
ot $60,000 per annum, or at the rate of 31 and four tenths per cent
per annum.

In the meeting of the graziers held on Mondav, Mr. McCand-
less presented figures which lie claimed, with tears in his voice,
proved that if a reduction was made to the consumer, as proposed,
the Metropolitan company would only be able to pav 10 per cent
dividends during the coming year, with a surplus over of only $2,000.

This statement was denied by Mr. Waller, the manager of the
Metropolitan, who stated that if the reduction were made, the com-

pany would make nearly, if not quite as much, money as under the
nresent schedule of prices, by reason of the probable large in-

crease in consumption.
