CHURCH EUILT BY GOVERNMENT.

One of the most interesting buildings
now vnder construction in this country
is the chapel of the United tSates Na-
val academy at Annapolis. In its gen-
e:ral plan the building is something
like a2 Greek cross. The main floor is
a cirele 83 feet 4 inches in diameter,
with transepts increasing the clear
width on the main axes of the build-
ing to 116 feet 8 inches. The outside
diameter is 130 feet. The main build-
ing is 64 feet high and is crowned by
a double dome supporting a lantern
rising to a total height of 192 feet 3
inches above the ground.
