There is of course a possibility that
the Supreme Court will not entertain
the submission. Ip that event another
mode of testing the County Aect will
have to be considered or awaited.

As it js being prepared, the attack
upon the County-Act will be mainly on
the ground that it does not provide
a mode of local self-government ac-
cording to the American system. This
statement is a direct contradiction of
the assertions that the proposition to
test the Act emanated from the ene-
mies of American local self-govern-
ment. Yet it is a fact.

Willtarn R. Castle is the complain-
ant in the case, and A L. C. Atkinson,
Secretary of the Territory of Hawali,
the respondent. Mr. Castle takes ae-
tion both as a taxpaver and a Bond-
holder af the Territory. His line of at-
tack is to stop the special election for
officers of counties now well under way.
Thus, if the County Act is a nullity,
by having it so declared by the Su-
preme (ourt before the election has
been pullsd off a great deal of finan-
cial damage to the Territory will be
averted.

A Loan Act was passed on April 25,
11903,

Bonds under this Act to the amount
of £1,000,000 were issued and the pro-
ceeds paid into the treasury.

Bonds of $2,000,000 have been issued.

Two thousand bonds of $10080 each
have been issued, of which *‘principal
and interest are exempt from any and
all taxes whatever and the payment
thereof constitutes a charge upon the
consolidated revenues of the Territory
of Hawali,” and each of the bonds con-
tain an obligation *“that the faith and
credit of the Territory of Hawail are
hereby irrevocably pledged to the
punctual payment of the principal and
interest of this bond according to its
terms.”” These beonds are redeemable
in five years and payable in fifteen
Vears, !

Bonds amounting to $500,000 were au-
thorized by Act of Congress, January
26 1903, to be issued by the Territory
of Hawali for the purpose of defraving
expenses of suppressing an epidemic of
bubonic plague, An Act of the Legis-
lature provided that the payment of
these bonds is hereby assumed as a
charge on the revenues of the Terri-
tory of Hawail,

Bonds under these acts are outstand-
ing to the amount of $315000.

Castle owns some of these bonds.

The aggregate bonded indebtedness
of the Territory s $3,145,000.

April 12, 1905 the Legislature passed
an *“Act creating counties within the
Territory of Hawali and providing for
, the Government thereof.” It was ve-
toed by the Governor April 13, and on
the 13th and 16th passed over the veto
by a two-thirds vote.

April 25 the Legislature passed an
Act to amend the County Act, which
was approved -by the Governor.

April 26 an Act *“relating to funds
for the payvment of the expenses of the
several countiies’” was passed. On the
same date it was vetoed by the Gover-
nor. The Legisiature passed it over
the. veto.

April 26 an Act to appropriate money
for defraying the expenses of the
special election of 1905 under the pro-
vizions of the County Act from the
public treasury was passed, which was
approved by the Governor.

This Act appropriates $10,000.

The Secretary has promulgated all
these acts,

The Governor made two election
proclamations, the second one relating
to the amending act.

I'nder the County Act the Secreiary
is proceeding with the election and
“unless restrained and enjoined from
1 the farther expenditure of public
imunr-,v" under the Act appropriating
210,000 **will complete the performance
of the duties imposed upon him.” The
election proclamations have been and
are hbeing published in wvarious news-
free with officers of the Territorial
government and thelr duties, since both
the offices and their functions are pro-

STATESMEN FEARFUL
OF DISFRANCHISEMENT

‘Thprn has never been a Delegate to
Congress legally elected sinee the Ter-
Titorv of Hawnaii was organized. There
has never even been a House of Rep-
resentatives of the Legislature legally
elected. Whether a court would go so
far as to upset the work of a Legisla-
tare upon that point, if it should be
raised, is, of course, a question. But
these elections have never been legally
held, because the election laws for the
Territory, as passed by Congress, make
absolutely no provision for marking
Lallots for either Delegate to Congress
or Representative in the House.

And wet. in the face of this eondi-

tion, the House vesterdav killed the
Paris joint resolution providing for the
appointment of a eommission to revise
the election laws and present the re-
sult of its work to Congress. The reso-
lution is ealled the “* Paris.resclution,”’
although when he introduced it in the
Nenate. Sonator Paris was eareful to
explain that it was an administration
measnre As a matter of fact, it was
a Republican measure and was design-
ed to save Delegate Kuhio, who is in
grave danger of veing unseated as R
result of the Tankea contest. 1t does
not foliow that Taukea wiil get the
geat—but Kunhio is mighty apt to lose
it.

Nevertheless, manv of the members
