try. The Bennington disaster in San
Diego harbor must take its place see-
ond onmly to the destruction of the
Maine, and the Bennington met her
fate in a home port and within sight
of hundreds of speetators on the shore.

At 10:10 the Bennington was due to
sail for Port Harford, there to meet
the crippled Wyoming. At 10:30, with
steam up wnd smoke pouring from her
funnel, the Bennington waited the ar-
rival of Commander Lucien Young and
Assistant Surgeon A, E. Peck. One
hundred vards away, at the landing,
a launch e¢rew waited for the two of-
ficers. Every other man of the crew
was in hLis place and ready for the
word. Curious sightseers lined the
wharves, their eves on the white gun-
boat swinging idly in the stream. They
wondered why the Bennington did not
gail,

BECOMES STEEL VOLCANO.

At 10:31 the watchers on the
wharves heard a muffled roar and the
Benningteon was blotted out in a white
cloud of blinding vapor. In an instant
she became a steel voleano, spouting
dirty water and steam. Through the
roaring mist men were jumping into
the water. The air was filled ywith
bits of broken timber, and across the
bay came the yells of men in pain.

BOATS TO THE RESCUE.

From all sides the boats were com-
ing. Wounded men were picked up,
swimmers were dragged on board. On
the shore everything with wheels was
being put into commission, The
scalded sailors were being hurried

ing their agony with set teeth and
staring eyes. Then came the pitiful
bundles which had onee been men,
One, two boatloads were filled at the
vessel’s side and wagons earried them
to the morgues up town. San Diego
appalled at the news, flocked to the
water front. Men threw off their
eoats anid worked like demons to res-
ene the injured men. The tug Santa
Fe steamed up and taking the Benning-
ton in tow, beached .her between the
Spreckels and Santa Fe wharves.

The lower compartments were al-
ready flooded and an officer ordered
the bulkheads eclosed. Those sealed
compartments hold grim secrets to-
night, and when they are opened the
tale of death will be longer and many
men will be accounted for.

Ensign Newman K. Perry was the
officer of the deck at the time of the
explosion, He was found in the
wheelhouse fearfully scalded but con-
seions. When the rescuing party pick-
ed him up he raised one blistered hand,
cooked to the bone, and ealled out,
“*Hold on, boys. I can help myself.”’
