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NEED NEW
HIGH SCHOOL

There Is Not Enough;
Room for Pupils in #
Honolulu.

It is probable that Honolulu will

have a new high school, and that the
present high school building, at the old
Queen Emma place, will be turned into
a eentral grammar scheol.

There are, approximately, fortv-five
hundred school children in Homnolulu,
with accommodations for possibly a Iit-
tle over four thousand. That is to say,
there- are approximately forty-five hun-
dred ehildren in attendance on the pub-
lie schools—or there were, when sehools
closed for the summer wvacation. Of
course, when the schools open in Sep-
tembier, the number of children in the
gchools will be largely inereased. The
attendance always increases at the
opening of each term. And the aceom-
modations are no greater.

In faet, it has been patent to the
school autborities for a long time past
there was a growing need for school
accommodations. And, to meet this
need in part, Superintendent Babbitt
has a plan that is now under grave con-
sideration in the department. This is
to secure a site in some central loea-
tion and ereet thereon a high school
building, fitted with all the appliances
needed for such a strueture—a build-
ing of from six to ten rooms, say, with
accommodations for the commereinl
branches. When this is finished, the
present high school building, on Emma
street, will be turned into a kind of
central grammar school. There are
eight hundred scholars in that school
now,

Eveiwv school in Honolulu, as matters
stand, is overerowded. It will afford
partial relief to this condition if the
Kalihiwaena school is built, but the re-
jief will be only partinl. Besides that,
it is a recognized prineiple, in sehool
construetion, to buoild for the future.
Honolulu is growing, and the schools
will be more erowided before there is
any deerease in attendance—and this
in spite of the fact that the private
schools draw off a large number of
scholars. 1If it were not for the private
schools, the publie sehools would be al-
together inadequate.

Of course the matter of the construe-
tion of the mew high school will come
up to the Legislature, but it is not
thought that there will e much diik-
culty in seeuring an appropriation.
This next Legislature, if it is the kind
of body that it is hoped to elect. will
be expected to do justice to the public
sehools—in the matter of salaries for
teachers, in making liberal appropria-
tions for running expenses, and in pro-
viding money for needed buildings.
The people of Hawaii have learned the
lesson, it is thought, that the last place
in which to economize is the schools.

SPRECKELS MANSION

The palatial home of Claus Sprec-
keis on Van Ness avenue will not be
répaired for residence purposes, and
will never again be occupled by the
owner. This home was the handsomest
in a city of handsome homes, and Iis
said to have cost, completed and fitted.
2700,000. When the flames jumped the
avenue on the evening of April 19th
the blg structure, with its broad sweep
of lawns acted as an effective barrier
to further progress of the fire north-
ward, but the house itself was badly
damaged, and its entire contents, con-
sisting of magnificent and costly rugs,
furniture, plate, china and paintings,
were destroyed.
