reserves, now sixteen in number, up to
444116 acres, of which 272912 aecres,
or 61 per cent,, belongs to the govern-
ment. Forest reserve projects amount-
ing to a total of 62,180 acres now only
awnit formal action by the Board of
Agriculture and Forestry and the Gov-
ernor before being set apart. The
most important forest reserve projects
now pending are the proposed Kolala
Mountain Forest Reserve, on Hawaii,
' and the proposed Lihue-Koloa and Ki.
lanea-Aliomanu  forest reserves, on
 Kauai. With the setting apart of the
two last-named proposed reserves, the
entire upland region in the central
part of Kauai will be included within
the forest reserve limits, making Ka-

uai the first island on which the re-
serve system has been brought to com-
pletion,

Reference to the forest reserves

brings up a matter in which this asso-
ciation by its influence and support may
be of material assistance in strength-
ening the forest policy of the Terri-
tory. As has been frequently pointed
out, the primary value of the Hawaiian
forest lies in the protective influence it
exerts on the watersheds of the streams
needed for irrigation, Consequently
practically all the forest reserves are
essentially proteetion forests, whieh it
is desirable should be held striectly in-
taet. This means that the reserves
must be protected from fire, from eat-
[ tle and from other forms of trespass,
and must be rid of wild goats and othez
destructive animals, So far as possible
| the boundaries of the reserves are made
But it often
happens that there are stretches where
fencing is required. In many cases a
short stretch of fenece, as, for example,

" between two gulches, will protect a

large area. Often such stretches of
fence should be on government land
| where it is impracticable to make fence
building a condition of a government
To meet suech contingenecies and
also to provide for the fenecing jointly
by the government and a given corpora-
tion of certain forest lines, there
should be available an appropriation
on which the Division of Forestry conld
y draw, The amount need not be large.
Five thousand dollars would go a long
way in such work. But some money
eertainly should be available.

Two further matters of similar tenor
"should also be mentioned in this con-
nection—the inavguration of a definite
system of administration of the forest
j reserves by forest rangers, paid ount.of
| Territorial funds and responsible only
{tqg the Territorial forest officials; and,
second, the appropriation of a fund, to
be used only in case of emergency,
| from which could be paid expenses in-
| enrred in fighting forest fires. Not
juntil the Hawaiian forest reserves are
| properly protected by the necessary
| fences, and adequately guarded against
{fire and trespass by a forest ranger
foree, backed by an appropriation for

In saying this I do not forget tha
excellent work that has for many veprs
been done by a number of the large
plantation companies in earefully pro-
tecting their own forest lands, nor do
I underestimate the strong sentiment in
favor of forestry that has made possi-
bie what has already been aceomplished
by the Territorial officials.

Government Nursery the seed of numer-
ous trees and shrubs new to the Terr-
tory, some of which are sure to prove
of .very considerable economic value,
Ta facilitate this work an experimental
garden has been made in upper Makiki
Valley where the plants started in the

specially construeted germination houses |

at the nursery ean be propagated for
subsequent distribution. As soon as
practieable the mew trees and shrubs
will be sent out to loealities on the
other islands where from situation,
elevation and aspeet they may be ex-
peeted to do well. In addition to the
experimental garden at Makiki, it is
hoped to establish regumlar sub-gardens
on the other 1slands, which shall evon#-
nally become centers of distribution,
One such station is about to be made
at Kalaheo on Kauai where Mr. Walter
D. McBryde has consented to eooperate
with the Division of Forestry by over-
geeing the work. The great interest in
tree planting that Mr. MecBryde has ate
ready shown, both by his own planting
and by what he has got his neighbors
to do, argues well for the suceess of
this undertaking. Eventunally I hope
that similar gardens for the systematia
trial and propagation of valuable exo-
tic plants may be established on each
island.

Somewhat in line with this work is
the experimental tree planting on the
high slopes of Mauna Kea and Halea-
kala about to be undertaken with the
cooperation of the Federal Forest Ser
viee, The obhjeet of these experiments
is to try some of the econifers—pines,
spruces and firs—of the temperate zone
at elevations above the native Hawai-
ian forests, with the expeetation of ob-
taining data that will lead eventually
to the clothing of those now barren
mountain slopes with a forest of walu.
able trees, An allotment of Forest
Service funds made last year for this
work was Iater withdrawn. This year
the money ($2000) was again seeured.
As soom as the necessary formalities
are complied with the work of aetual
