The com-
mittee believes that appraised values
are sometimes very faulty and the re-
port states that *‘lands have been sold
shortly after exchange for several times
their appraised value, showing & great
loss to the Territory.”’ In reply to a
question from President Smith, Senator
Knudsen said that there was no con-
fliet between the provisions of the bill
and the Organie Act.
Debate on Wages.

The Judieiary Committee majority
reported favorably on House Bill No.
35, bearing the official title of ‘“An
Aet to amend Section 1 of Act 98, Ses-
gion Laws of 1907,”’ to designate the
pay of laborers engaged in construet-
ing or repairing roads, bridges or
streets, waterworks or other works for
the Territory of Hawaii. Senator Ma-
kekan did not eoncur in the report, and
in the eourse of the ensuing debate he
stated his objeetions at length,

As received from the House of Rep-
resentatives, the measure specified that
a minimum wage of $1.50 per diem
should be paid to laborers employed by
the Territorial government. Senator
MeCarthy moved to insert an amend-

ment ‘‘or of auy political diviston
thereof.”’ _
President Smith called Viee Presi-

dent Kalama to the chair and he pro-
ceeded to state his reasons for object-
ing to the amendment that would bind
County Supervisors to a minimum wage
rate of $1.50 a day in the payment of
Jdaborers engaged in public work. Sen-
ator Harvey wanted to kmow if per-
sons taking contracts for public work
would be forced to adhere to the pro-
visions of the bill. Senator Kalama

ve as his opinion that contractors
wounld be bound by the $1.50 minimum
rate, Senstor MeCarthy observing that
they would have to take it into consid-
eration when figuring on public works.

“41 am not in favor of this amend-
ment,’’ said Senator W, O, Smith. **I
do not believe that the County Super-
visors should be restricted to a mini-
mum figure of $1.50 per day in the
employment of labor. 1 do not say
that Jess than $1.50 a day should be

iven to able-bodied men. If this bill

comes law it will prevent boys and
others not able to do a full day’s labor
from getiing work, when, if the Super-
visors could exercise their discretion,
they could employ needy persons who
are unable to compete with able-bodied
laborers.”’

McCarthy Explains It,

Senator MeceCarthy defended  his
amendment, “‘This is a bill that has
been in the Legislature before,”’ he
said. ‘It is a subjeci that is of great
interest to the laboring people. There
should be uniformity in the wage pay-
ment and $1.50 a day is little enough
for apy man, As the bill comes from
the House it would not be worth any-
thing in its praciical operation, because
the counties have control of nearly all
the work named.”’

“‘1 agree with Senator MeCarthy
that the laborer is worthy of his hire,”’
said Sepator Moore,’" but | doubt
whether a minimum rale could be en-
foreed in the matter of publie con
tracts. | support the general objeet
of the bill and amendment, but do not
think contractors could be held to a
minimem race in tue payment of em-
ployes.”’

Senater Smith said that the spirit of
popular government was to Jeave more
tg wounty authorities, and that they
would be the best judges of loeal ques-
tions. He declared that they should
possess some discretionary control in

No
upper house member, however, took
the view of Representative Xaniho,
who said that since a battery had been
located on Diamond Head there was no
further need of an organized militia
and that defensive measures are un-
necessary and a waste of money,

Street Car Bill.

On third reading, House Bill 107, the
street car air brake bill, was under
fire. Castro moved in amendhent that
the maximum weight of cars on which
air brakes are mnot to be obligatory
should be nine tons instead of four-
teen. He explained that the majority
of the cars now are between seven and
nine tons in weight and that the
heavier ears required air brakes to be
sofe. He also wished to allow a vear
for the installation of the brakes. Both
amendments were accepted,

On roll eall the bill passed without
opposition. During the calling of the
roll the Speaker remarked that Kaniho
and Shingle were absent without ex-
cuse,

Shingle 's abgence *‘without excuse’
made it necessary to defer the third
reading of the Library of Hawaii bill.

Substitute Income Tax Bill.
House Bill 3, Affonso, the revived
ineome tax exemption bill, being rush-
ed to replacd Cohen’s vetoed bill, was
read a third time. Riee said this bill
should meet ull the objections of the
Governor if the amendments he propos-
ed were adopted. His amendment puts
the exemption up to $1500 a year. The
amendment was agreed to and the bill
passed third reading.

Library of Hawaii Bill,
Shingle having appeared, House Bill
143 was taken up on third reading.
Shingle’s amendment was read, which
savs the Legislature ‘‘may’’ appro-
priate for the support of the library
and which omits the specific appropria-
tion. Riee said the acceptance of the
amendment wonld leave the law prae-
tically as it was on the statute books.

Shingle Makes Good Fight,

Shingle appealed to the sense of fair-
ness of the House to sllow him to
speak, appealing from the ruling of the
Speaker. Rice withdrew his motion to
table, however, stating that he did not
wish to be unfair.

Shingle stated that Riee had been
unfair on this bill, having neglected
to =ee the Governor on the bill as he
had been asked to do. He stated that
if the bill was to build a librarv on
Kanai, Rice would be strong for it.
This Riee vigorously denied.

Shingle eontinued, stating that he ap-
pealed to the business good sense of
the members. The library was to be
a Territorial nstitution, built on the
grounds of the Capitol as a part of
the Archives. Rice had tried to mis-
lead the members into thinking that
the bill bound future Legislatures,

Rice rose to a question of personal
privilege. Shingle had no right to say
he was tryving to mislead or deceive.

Shingle withdrew the expression and
econtinued his address, presenting a
number of strong arguments. He said
the Honelulu Library Association, with
25,000 volumes, would not deal with the
connty, but only with the Territory,
their trust making this neecessary. He
scored Rice severely for not showing
the Governor the courtesy of seeing
him ahout the bill, and pointed out
also that the establishment of the li-
brary would enable £18.000 to be saved
out of the mext appropriation bill., He
stated that the bill had been endorsed
by the Governor, the truktees of the
library and the leading educators of
the country, a bill that would bring a
guarter of a million here in donations
and be of benefit toc the whole Ter-
ritory.

What Camegie Offers.

Rice asked Shingle if he knew the
terms of the usual Carnegie donations,
requiring 10 per cent. each year of the
donated sum to be spent in the up-
keep.

Shingle said Carnegie would give ten
times the amount of the yearly up-
keep. If the Territory would give
$10,000, Mr. Carnegie would give $100,.
000 on that; then the $7000 of the Ho-
noluln Library would make %70,000
more from Mr. Carnegie. Mr. Car-
negi¢ was taking chances on the an-
nual appropriations being made by the
Legislature,

Rice feared that the Territory was
running the chance of blackening its
fame and disgusting Mr. Carnegie by
not appropriating in the future.

Shingle said the Laird of Skibo was
over twenty-one and knew what chances
he was taking. *“*What's the use of
talking about such things?'' he asked.

Kaniho’s Weighty Arguments,

Kaniho resisted the temptation to
speak for some time but finally rose,
**1 thought at first I was up against 3
stone wall,”’ he said, *“but I find it is
only dust.”” What he wanted was more
light on the proposal to have the li-
brary a part of the archives, or the
archives a part~af the library. He
wanted also to know how the general
outsitle public would bepefit. Shingle
told him that if he wanted a bogk he
vould write or wire for it and have the
same right to use the books as anyone
in Honolulu. Kaniho looked relieved,
only wanting to know if the books
would be translated into Hawaiian for
the usé of the **citizens.”’ Shingle re-
minded him that English was taught
in all the schools,

Kaniho then launehed with his argu-
ment, which was against the bill, He
disclaimed all knowledge of any such
a man as Carnegie, or whoever Shingle
was taulking about, as a man who would
give big money. He also saw little
benefit to the publie of a lihrary when
the hooks were not printed in Ha-
